Speech of the President at the inauguration of the Centenery
Building of Asutosh College, April 1, 2015

I am happy to join you for the inauguration of this Centenary Building of
Asutosh College, which is one of the oldest academic institutes in West Bengal.
This college was set up in 1916 as the South Suburban College. It was founded
under the stewardship of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee, when he was the Vice Chancellor
of University of Calcutta. When Sir Asutosh passed away in 1924, the college was
renamed after him.

Asutosh College is in the throes of completing one hundred fruitful years. I
congratulate you all for this significant milestone. Since its inception, Asutosh
College has transformed the lives of thousands of students. It has continued to
grow academically and has expanded through the introduction of new campuses
and blocks. The Centenary Building is an important addition to its growing
educational infrastructure. These facilities have made it possible for this College
to offer education to over four thousand students today, in 27 disciplines comprising
science, arts and management streams. I applaud its progress through the years
and at the same time urge everyone associated with this institution to continue
moving forward with vigor and clarity of vision.

The pain and sweat of many have gone into what this Institute is today. Teachers
of Asutosh College, through their sincerity and commitment, have contributed to
its development over the years. On this occasion, I salute the entire teaching
community, past and present, for their hard work and sacrifices.

Friends:

The progress of our nation is contingent on the motivation, initiative and energy
of our youth. India has the largest population of the young in the world. More



than half of the total population of 125 crore is below the age of 25 years. The
proportion of working age population between 15 and 59 years is increasing, with
63.5 million being added likely to this group between 2011 and 2016. Within a
decade, India will have the world’s largest workforce, which will account for two-
third of her population. To reap this impending demographic dividend, we have
to make them educationally sound and socially sensitive.

Education is the means for development of mental faculty and procurement of
decent human life. A sustained education programme can alleviate the lot of the
common man leaving no segment of the population behind. Recognizing this, we
inserted Article 21-A in our Constitution through The Constitution (Eighty-sixth
Amendment) Act, 2002 to make provision of free and compulsory education of all
children between six and fourteen years a Fundamental Right. Article 21-A and
The Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009, to give effect
to the Constitutional amendment, came into force in April 2010. On account of
legislative and other measures, a sweeping change is taking place in terms of
enhanced reach of education in our country. The higher education sector has to
gear itself to meet the scholastic needs of an increasing number of youth in the
near future.

Friends:

A concerted effort is underway to boost the higher educational infrastructure.
There are now 713 universities and over 36,000 colleges in India. The density of
education institutions has increased from 10 to 14 institutions per 1,000 square
kilometre during the Eleventh Plan period. Even then, higher academic institutions
are conspicuous by their absence in many parts of our country. This in effect has
led to the denial of education to many promising students who reside in remote
areas. The consequences are disturbing. India has the second largest tertiary
education system in the world with a total enrolment of over 20.7 million. Yet, the
gross enrolment ratio at the tertiary level is about 20 in India. In comparison, it is
95 in US, 76 in Russia, 26 in China and 28 in Mexico.

Greater access to education, especially in far-flung regions, is the need of the
hour. Accessibility and affordability are crucial for an inclusive education system.
To make education affordable for meritorious students belonging to socio-
economically difficult backgrounds, initiatives like scholarships and self-help
schemes are necessary. An education system that takes care of the needs of the
entire population will not only boost the enrolment ratio but also lead to a significant
rise in the number of bright minds produced.

Friends:

We live in an increasingly globalised world. If we, as a nation, have to successfully



interact in this great melting pot, we have to develop a global mindset in our
students. Good education is the essential step for creating such a frame of mind.
Hence alongside proliferation of educational opportunities, upgrading the quality
of education to global standards is important. An all-round development of our
educational institutions is a priority that we can hardly afford to miss. Availability
of quality teachers is paramount. Unfortunately, our educational institutions are
short of good faculty. This hampers the delivery of quality instruction. Adequate
attention is therefore necessary to create a large pool of good quality and committed
teachers who are entrusted with the responsibility to shape the next generation.

There is need to propagate the use of technology in the dispensation of education.
A fast digitalizing world holds scope to usher in far-reaching changes in pedagogy
and teaching-learning structures. Massive Open Online Courses have come up in
a big way that has the potential to change the education landscape. Our higher
educational institutions would do well to take note of these evolutionary trends
in education.

Rejuvenating the higher education sector will require all its components to move
in tandem. If universities are the taproots of the higher education system, colleges
are its lifeblood. A very large chunk of students - about 87 per cent - are enrolled
in affiliated colleges in the country. Our colleges have to be proactive to absorb
holistic changes in higher education to address the needs of today’s aspirational
youth.

Friends :

The students are the core of this College. They are the ripening fruits of its
intellectual enterprise. Their success in professional and personal lives will be a
sign of validation for the educational philosophy espoused by this hallowed
institution. Remember to never gauge success in the dubious scales of money.
Success is in the number of lives that you will touch, in the positives that you will
help usher in the society. So, be useful to the society and the country, only then
you will find your education useful. It is human nature to seek truth and happiness.
These should be your barometers of pursuit.

I once again congratulate Asutosh College for all its successes. May you achieve
greater heights in the future.

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Overview






Genesis

Kolkata. As it enters its hundredth year of existence, let us step back in time and retrace the

steps of its evolution from an Intermediate College in South Calcutta to its present position as
a premier institute of Undergraduate, Post graduate Studies and Research, not only of Kolkata, but also
of West Bengal and eastern India.

sutosh College, since its inception in July, 1916, has been a leading centre of education in
B

Established by Sir Asutosh Mookerjee, one of the pioneers of modern education in India, the college
was initially known as South Suburban College, following the upgradation of the South Suburban School
into an Intermediate College. What occasioned its foundation was the closing down of two colleges in
and around Bhowanipore — the London Missionary Society Institution and Doveton College (Bishop’s
College) in 1911. The General Committee of South Suburban Group of Schools (estd. 1872) with Sir
Asutosh as its then President, realizing the urgent need for a college in South Kolkata (or, Calcutta as it
was then known) applied to the British Government on 12 February, 1915, for permission to set up an
Intermediate College. Due to a variety of reasons, including financial, permission was not forthcoming
initially, but finally, in May of the following year, the authorities relented and affiliation upto the Intermediate
standard for Arts was granted with effect from the 1916-1917 academic session of Calcutta University.
With some 250 students on its rolls, South Suburban College with Sir Asutosh as the President of its ten-
member Governing Body, began its journey in a two-storied building at 26, Lansdowne Road. The subjects
then taught in the college included English, Bengali, Sanskrit, Logic, History, Mathematics and Botany.
By the following year itself, the burgeoning student strength forced the College authorities to relocate
to more spacious and conveniently situated premises at Bijni House, 147, Russa Road (S. P. Mookerjee
Road today) from where it continued to operate till September, 1936. The Chittaranjan National Cancer
Institute is now located at the site.

In October, 1917, the College administration applied for the University affiliation to be extended to
the B.A. Pass standard in English, Bengali, Sanskrit, Mental and Moral Philosophy, History, Political
Economy and Political Philosophy and Mathematics which was granted with effect from the 1917 — 1919
academic session. Needless to say, upgradation to the Honours level was the next goal to the achieved,
in pursuance of which the authorities applied for and obtained permission to start the Honours Course
in English and Philosophy in 1921-1922. Affiliation in Geography to be taught upto the Intermediate
standard was also obtained while those for Chemistry and Physics were obtained from the 1922-1923
academic session. [.Sc. classes began in the same year. The B.A. Honours affiliation in Mathematics was
granted with effect from the 1923-1924 academic session, while B. Sc. Honours Course affiliation in
Mathematics and B. Sc. Pass Course affiliation in Botany and Chemistry were granted from the
1924-1925 and 1925-1926 academic sessions respectively. Affiliation in B.Sc. Pass Course in Physics,
and B.A. Pass Course in Bengali and Botany were obtained from the 1929-1930 academic session.
Affiliation in I.A. Civics was obtained in the 1930-31 academic session. From the 1932-1933 academic
session Economics at the Honours level began to be taught in the College. The Honours Course in History
and the Intermediate Course in Bengali for girl students commenced with the 1933-1934 academic session.
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Sanskrit Honours began to be taught from the 1936-37 session while the Intermediate standard affiliation
for Zoology and Biology was obtained with effect from the 1938-’39 academic session. Affiliation for
Bengali Honours was obtained in 1939-1940.

Meanwhile, on 25 May, 1924, Sir Asutosh passed away in Patna. As Calcutta and the whole of Bengal
mourned his passing away, the College attempted to come to terms with the untimely loss of its guiding
spirit. On 15 June, 1924, South Suburban College was renamed Asutosh College in memory of its Founder-
President. In the able hands of Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee, Sir Asutosh’s son, and a towering personality
in his own right, who was elected President of the College Governing Body, the College witnessed a fresh
spurt of development. On 30 March, 1927, Asutosh College came to be registered under the Societies
Registration Act of 1860.

As the college grew, in size and strength the need for its own space grew likewise. In 1929, the Calcutta
Corporation headed by Mayor Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose, in response to an appeal made by the Asutosh
Memorial Institute, leased a portion of Hazra Park for a token fee of Re. 1/- to the Institute for the
construction of a new building to house the College, a library and an auditorium. Built with generous
financial support of many eminent citizens the building was completed in 1935 and soon became an
imposing landmark of the city. The journey that began from the leafy precincts of 26, Lansdowne Road,
with a brief stopover at Bijni House, continues to this day from this grand edifice situated on 92,
Syamaprasad Mookerjee Road, on the northern flank of Jatin Das Park, the erstwhile Hazra Park.

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The Majority of the students of the college are local residents and live with their parents and guardians.
For those that do not do so, there are hostels attached to the college professors. The seat rent varies
from Rs. 4 to Rs. 6 per head, boarders being required to provide their own furniture, bedding, utensils
&c.”

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“The Governing Body also decided to celebrate every year the foundation day of the college.” **
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“The Late Babu Saradaprasad Roy, Zemindar of Chakdighi, bequeathed by his will to the university a sum of Rs. 5,000 and which it was left
to the thought fit. In February, 1885, the university received from Babu Lalit Mohan Roy, the heir of the deceased, a Government Promissory
Note for Rs. 5,000 and in April, 1888, the commissioner of the Burdwan Division forwarded the interest on the same, amounting to Rs. 3,500.
The capital at the disposal of the university thus stood at Rs. 8,500. After consultation with Babu Lalit Mohan Roy, it was determined to found
a scholarship of the value of Rs. 10 a month, to be called the Saradaprasad Scholarship to be awarded annually to that one of the successful
candidates for the Intermediate Examination in Arts who having passed the Matriculation Examination from the Chakdighi Higher Class English
School, had prosecuted his studies in an affiliated college for a period of two years; and in case no successful student appears from that school,
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to that one among the successful candidates for the Intermediate Examination in Arts who had passed the Matriculation Examination with the
greatest credit from the Burdwan district.

It was also determind that to apply the balance which remained every year to the establishment of eight prizes, of Rs. 20 each in books, to be
awarded to the eight successful candidates who stand highest in the Subject of English, Sanskrit, History, Logic, Mathematics, Physics,
Chemestry and Botany at the Intermediate Examination in Arts or Science respectively”. (University of Calcutta the Calendar, 1916, Part |,
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Administrative History

The administrative history of our College, a learning institute that has witnessed a journey of
hundred years is not a linear one.

The necessity and urge of establishing a college in the locality of South Calcutta was first felt
as the Doveton College and the London Missionary Society’s Institution, Bhowanipore (one of the oldest
colleges under the Calcutta University) faced a closure in 1911. In 1945, the initiative to found a college
was taken up by Sir Asutosh Mookerjee who was then the President of the General Committee of the
South Suburban group of schools, Bhowanipore, a committee, dedicated to the cause of imparting secondary
education.

Unfortunately, the application forwarded to the University of Calcutta in February 1915 for affiliation
of the proposed college did not receive a favourable response at first. In July 1915, the Private Secretary
to his Excellency the Rector, Lord Carmichale, the then Governor of Bengal, wrote to the proposers of
the institution that the Government of India was unable to give any assurance of the grant of affiliation
from the current session. However, through a painstaking process of negotiation and persuasion the letter
conveying the sanction to the affiliation of the college in connection with the South Suburban School,
Bhowanipore, arrived from the Registrar, Calcutta University and reached the secretary to the General
Committee of the South Suburban School sometime after the 20th of May, 1916.

The College was granted affiliation upto the Intermediate standard (plus two of recent years) in English,
Vernacular Composition, Sanskrit, History, Logic, Mathematics and Botany. It was decided that the
constitution of the Governing Body of the College would follow the rules laid by the General Committee
or the South Suburban School at a meeting previously held on the 24th of March, 1915. The Body would
have to be composed of ten members, eight of them to be elected yearly by the General Committee
members, comprising fifty representatives of the local public, with the two other members being the
Principal, Ex-Officio, and a representative of the Teaching staff, elected annually by the teachers themselves.

The First Governing Body was constituted as follows:-

At the first meeting of the Governing Body, held on Saturday, the 3rd of June, 1916, the Hon’ble
Justice Sir Asutosh Mookerjee was elected President of the Governing Body, and Babu Dwarka Nath
Chakravarti and Babu Provas Chunder Mitter were elected Vice-President and Secretary respectively. It
was at this meeting that a resolution was passed —

“That the College be named the SOUTH SUBURBAN COLLEGE, BHOWANIPUR.”

By another resolution it was decided to locate it in premises No. 26, Lansdowne Road, which was to
be taken on lease for a period of two years from June 1916, at a rented of Rs. 250/- per month plus the
occupier’s share of the taxes.

As Prof. Raj Kumar Sen informed about his inability to join the post of Professor of Botany, Babu
Murari Mohan Ray Chaudhury, M.Sc. and Mr. N. Chakravarti, B.A. (Cal), B. Sc. (Ohio) were appointed
Professors of Botany at the next meeting of the Governing Body.

The College authorities resolved that the College building would be shifted to Bijni House, the then
157 Russa Road, from its current location at 26 Lansdowne Road to serve the local public better. And
they appealed to the concerned authorities for affiliation upto the B.A. Pass (now General) standard in
October, 1917, which was granted with effect from the commencement of the session 1918-19 in subjects
English, Vernacular Composition, Sanskrit, Mental and Moral Philosophy, History, Political Economy
and Political Philosophy (Political Science of recent years) and Mathematics.

In 1924, after the sad and sudden demise of the Founder-Dreamer Sir Asutosh, the then members of
the Governing Body unanimously decided, at a meeting dated the 15th of June, 1924, that the College
was to be re-named Asutosh College, Bhowanipore, as a mark of respect to its First President. The College
was incorporated as a society pursuant to the Provisions of Act XXI of 1860 and became a Registered
Body on the 30th of March, 1927. While Babu Dwarka Nath Chakravarti succeeded Sir Asutosh as the
President of the Governing Body in July 1923, Sri Provas Chunder Mitter and Sri Dwarakanath Mitter
took over as Presidents from 1929 and 1932 respectively. The Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Trust, formed
in the year Sir Asutosh passed away took up the administrative control of the College and continued to
do so till 1973. Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee was elected the President of the Governing Body in 1934
and continued in this capacity till 1953.

Meanwhile, in 1935 the College administration decided that the college be removed to its own building
almost opposite the old site of Bijni House, to the north of Hazra Park, in a plot of land that would
accommodate Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute, Asutosh Memorial Library and Asutosh Memorial
Hall along with the College.

In course of time the college administrators made up their minds to open a Women’s department
(formalized in June 1932) in order to cope with the demands of time. The classes were decided, to be
held in the morning. And the practice continues till date. The opening of the Evening section for the
benefit of the students who might be engaged in some job during daytime followed suit. The college
authorities appealed to the University officials and were successful in their endeavour. Affiliation for
B.Com Course was sanctioned with effect from the session 1945-46.
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During a span of thirty five years from 1921 to 1956, the administrators succeeded in getting affiliation
for as many as twelve subjects in B.A. and B.Sc. as well.

The expansion of the college with three different sections and a load of increasing number of subjects
made the College administration consider the issue of re-constitution of the morning, day and evening
departments as separate and independent units, each under the charge of a separate administrature head
with separate offices and accounts, subject to the overall control of the Governing Body. However, the
staff council remained the same, consisting of the members of the teaching staff of all the three sections.

In afteryears, however, the authorities, were complelled to make arrangements for the reconstitution
of the three units of the College as separate and independent domains with three separate Governing
Bodies and three separate staff councils. This occurred in the academic session 1958-57.

The separation of the three units was complete in the year 1958. The morning section was renamed
as Jogamaya Devi College while the evening section came to be known as Syamaprasad College. And
the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute that looked after the administrative activities of the college
handed over its charge to the ad-hoc committee in 1978.

In 1973, the college became independent of the Asutosh Memorial Trust and the University formed
an ad-hoc Committee for administration of the college with Sri Manindra Mohan Chakraborty as Chairman
who continued in office till 1978, and was succeeded by Sri Arun Prakash Chatterjee, as chairman (1978-
1980).

With the implementation of the Calcutta University First Statute 1979, Dr. Ramendranath Kundu was
elected President of the G. B. in 1980 and continued as such till 1992, when he was succeeded by Dr.
Ashokendu Roy (1992-2005) followed by Dr. Kalyan Kumar Dutta (2005-2011) and presently Prof.
Saugata Roy (since 2011).

Sri Panchanan Sinha, the founder-Principal continued to hold office till 1948. He was succeeded by
Sri Someswar Prasad Mokhopadhyay (1948-1956), Sri Khagendranath Sen (1956-1966), Sri Nirod Kumar
Bhattacharyya (1966-1977), Sri Dulal Kumar Mitra, acting Principal (1977-1979), Dr. Subhankar
Chakraborty (1979-1997) followed by Teacher-in-charge Sri Sudhin Kumar Bandopadhyay (1997-1999),
and Sri Amritava Bandopadhyay (1999-2000). Dr. Debabrata Chowdhuri joined as Principal in December,
2000, and continued in office till his retirement in July, 2008 followed by Dr. Swapan Kumar Brahma
as Teacher-in-Charge (2008-09). The present Principal Dr. Dipak Kumar Kar has been in charge since
Junuary 2009 with the exception of an interim period of absence from January 2015 to the 15th of May
2015 when he joined his duties as Chairman, West Bengal College Service Commission, in January 2015
and Prof. Ena Chatterjee took over the responsibilities as Teacher-in-Charge.

Through the years, the college administrators proclaimed their foresight by introducing Honours and
Major courses in emerging disciplines, by widening the scope of education through making B.A. courses
coeducational in 1984 and B.Sc. courses in 2002, establishing the Asutosh College Training Centre in
1993 to equip students for the job market and by paving the way for PG courses both in Science and Arts
subjects. The administration also decided to initiate undergraduate vocational courses and the Community
College scheme in 2014, two years away from the Centenary. The authorities also started the ADD-ON
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courses sponsored by the U.G.C. in some new areas of study. At the same time the administrators did not
ignore the issue of providing ample space for the burgeoning members of the student community and
accommodating various departments of the college. The authorities at the same time also purchased
property and land to house some of the traditional disciplines of study and also set up a new campus for

new streams in professional disciplines.

With all these resources, the college is fast gearing towards the demands of the changing society under

the stable leadership of its administrators.

has now reached the centennial milestone, with nearly 7000 students, 250 faculty members,

and 150 non-teaching staff members, involved in the teaching-learning process in more than

28 subjects, including Undergraduate, Postgraduate, Diploma, Certificate, B. Voc, Community College,
and Add-on courses.

@ he dream of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee, the visionary, that materialized on the 17th of July, 1916,

Though it was originally intended to open the college on the 3rd of July, 1916, the actual opening had
to be deferred till the 17th of July on which date regular lectures in the first year and second year classes
commenced. There were altogether 288 students on the rolls in the first academic session; 183 in the first
year class and 105 in the second year class. Mr. Abani Nath Basu (Roll No. 1) was the first student to
be admitted to the college.

As the documents reveal, Asutosh College embarked on its journey with a framework for imparting
knowledge in basic and conventional subjects, catering, perhaps to the needs and demands of the time
and the locality. The thrust was more on the study of Humanities than of Science. The financial constraints,
of course, have to be taken into account in this context. It is significant that Mathematics was introduced
as part of an Honours course (at first as an Arts subject) in 1924 just a couple of months before the sad
and sudden demise of Sir Asutosh, the Founder-President and mathematical giant. After two years,
Mathematics was included in the Science course.

By the time the college reached the threshold of its Silver Jubilee, it had widened its ambit with
Intermediate courses in no less than fourteen subjects (both Arts and Science), Honours courses in 6
subjects, and Pass (now General) courses in 13 subjects.

As the college authorities were truly desirous of living up to the ideals of the Founder-President, they
set up a “Poor Students’ Fund” in order to help poor and meritorious students in their studies. There was
a “Poor Students’ Library” to meet the growing needs of the students. Not only text books but books of
general interest too were lent, for a long period of time, to needy students unable to buy books. The college
also had a general library (which remained open up to 9 pm), containing no less than 12,000 volumes.
Students were provided with chairs and small tables so that they could properly concentrate on their
individual requirements. Regular subscriptions were made to current journals, both Indian and foreign,
to help the learners.

Besides the libraries, the college had a students” Common Room, rich with its collection of magazines,
newspapers and books of common interest. (“Light literature™ is the phrase used by our forefathers in this
context). The members of the Students’ Union were in charge of lending and stock-taking of books under
the supervision of a teacher. The college was equipped with commodious laboratories for Physics,
Chemistry, Botany, Zoology and Geography along with two Balance Rooms and one Dark Room specially
arranged for the Physics and Chemistry departments. Our seniors used to believe in the Deweyan principle
that knowledge is nothing but a “successful practice”. Hence, a workshop was arranged by the Physics
Department to train the students who might opt for Applied Physics in future. An industrial section was
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opened as an annexe to the B.Sc. Department, in order to encourage students to adopt various industrial
occupations in life. The tremendous foresight of our preceptors ensured that education would never be
divorced from life.

Our forefathers held a holistic view of education. So, to encourage the physical well-being of the
students, a well-equipped gymnasium was set up in the north face of the main building of the college on
a plot of land owned by the college and two qualified instructors were appointed as supervisors. Besides
Annual Sports for students, outdoor games like Football, Cricket, Volleyball, Basketball and Hockey were
encouraged through regular tournaments. The college went to the extent of fostering off-beat sports like
Cross-Country Cycling Competition and inter-collegiate Walking Competition. Drill was compulsory for
the students (even when they used to come to the college dhoti-clad).

Asutosh College was one of the earliest institutions to organize a Rowing Club, a Bratachari Society
and a St. John’s Ambulance Division. The college was declared as a “a centre of parade” by the then
military authorities in recognition of the achievements of the college cadets attached to the University
Training Corps. With the permission of Calcutta Corporation a portion of the Hazra Park adjacent to the
main building of the College was reserved exclusively for women students of the morning section of the
college during morning hours, where under the supervision of a lady physical instructor, students participated
in physical exercise.

Most importantly, the academic ambience ensured and administered by the college produced a number
of awardees of Premchand Roychand Studentships and Doctoral degrees from Universities, at home and
abroad.

Our institution subsequently established its corporate identity with the help of its college council,
(Teachers’ Council, nowadays) with the Principal as its ex-officio President, Professors’ Club (Tea Club
of recent years) established in about 1936, Co-operative Credit Society, College Union (renamed Students’
Union) and Ex-students Association established in 1933 (changed into Alumni Association in 2010.).
Excursions for students were undertaken from an early date.

The messages received by the college on the occasion of its Silver Jubilee are worth reviewing. Dr.
Syamaprasad Mookerjee articulated his high hope : “Our ideal is not merely to maintain efficiently an
institution that will be the home of academic learning but also to develop the mind and body of our alumni
so as to fit them for active national services”. The Vice-President of the Governing Body of the college,
the Hon’ble Mr. Justice C. C. Biswas was vibrant with confidence; “...... its (the college’s) crowded
classes not only proclaim the growing popularity of the institution, but afford the surest guarantee of its
future”. Ex-Secretary, Governing Body, the Hon’ble Mr. P.N. Banerjee, then Minister of West Bengal
renders valuable information. “...... the present grandeur of the college is due as much to the honest effort
of our veteran Principal Mr. (Panchanan) Sinha and his own colleagues as to the untiring energy and zeal
of the present President of its Governing Body, Dr. Syamaprosad Mookerjee. The Professors helped the
authorities of the college in liquidating their obligation to the architects and the builders by allowing a
loan of Rs. 25,000/- from out of their Provident Fund.”

With about 2200 students on its rolls (including about 500 girls) Asutosh College embarked on the
second phase of its journey.
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The College moved to the new site at Hazra Park in 1935 where it still exists. The construction that
today accommodates Asutosh College, along with the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Hall and Library
was built on a plot of land, one bigha and fourteen kottahs in extent, at a cost of Rs. 2,14,469/-. While
the contribution of the College authorities towards the expenditure was Rs.1,21,061/-, the remaining
amount was obtained from the benevolent donations of the public.

In later years, to harbour nearly 4000 students the building was extended vertically. Around 88 students
among them enjoyed hostel facilities at 16, Basanta Bose Road, owned by the College (now renovated
as Humanities Block) and at 22, Kalighat Road, at that time a rented building and now, owned and
reconstructed as the Centenary Building.

The Morning section of the college, meant for the girl students, had its separate identity, and was
formally inaugurated in June, 1932. It was later named after Smt. Jogamaya Devi, wife of Sir Asutosh,
in the year 1958. Catering to the public demand, Asutosh College authorities opened an evening section
for the benefit of the students engaged in full-time jobs during the day. It was decided that the evening
classes would be generally restricted to students opting for [.A. (Intermediate Arts) course, with commerce
subjects including the B.Com. course.

The University affiliation was obtained from the session 1945-46, but in the post-Independence period,
in the year 1948, to be precise, the Governing Body decided to reconstitute the three units of the college
as separate and independent domains, with separate offices and accounts sections. However, it was decided
that there would be a single governing body supervising and a common staff council of teachers. The
evening section was named after Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee, the youngest son of Sir Asutosh, in 1958,
following Syamaprasad’s unfortunate and untimely demise in 1953. In the following academic session,
i.e., 1958-59, the three units of the college, morning, day and evening, entered upon their independent
journeys under the management of three separate Governing Bodies and with three separate staff councils.

The history of Asutosh College is one of expansion, consolidation and development. In 1952, the
college purchased a plot of land next to its existing site out of its own reserve funds.

Before the college had completed its 60th year, the B.A. (Hons.) courses were introduced in Bengali,
Geography and Political Science and B. Sc. (Hons.) courses in Physics, Chemistry, Geography, Geology
and Statistics. Geography in those days was included both in B.A and B. Sc. courses.

As the college moved towards its Diamond Jubilee, the various Honours departments formed departmental
libraries with a large collection of books to meet the increasing demands of the students. The college
authorities set apart a separate fund for the holding of seminars in the first floor Seminar Hall (later
cubicled and permanently partitioned into class rooms) for the benefit of the honours students. The
collections of books of the Departmental libraries were kept in that seminar hall and consequently used
to be referred to as “seminar libraries”.

The students of Asutosh College created a niche for themselves in sports and games too. Many
renowned sports personalities represented not only Bengal but also India, from Asutosh College in Football,
Cricket, Hockey, Boxing, Weightlifting and Best Physique, Basketball, Volleyball, Athletics, Power-lifting
and Body building. Among them are Subimal (Chuni) Goswami (Football and Cricket), Sukumar Samajpati
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and S. Nayeemuddin (Football), P. (Khokan) Sen (Cricket), who once took the wicket of none other than
Donald Bradman; Balbir Singh (Hockey), Sovandeb Chattopadhyay(Boxing); Saroshi Ganguly (Teeth-
Lifting Champion), Parimal Ray, Mr Asia (Body Building), Riten Roychowdhury (Basketball) and many
University Blues who enhanced the glory of Asutosh College in the arena of physical culture. No wonder,
as a recognition of the fact, the Calcutta University authorities allotted a portion of land and a tent in
Kolkata (then Calcutta) Maidan to Asutosh College jointly with Bangabasi College, in 1952. The tent was
inaugurated by Justice Ramaprasad Mookerjee in December, 1956. Asutosh and Bangabasi are the only
two colleges affiliated to the University of Calcutta having their own grounds in the Maidan along with
their own tents.

Among the teachers there were some stalwarts whose reputation in teaching surpassed the boundaries
of Asutosh College. A few of them are Profs. Someswar Prasad Mukherjee, Mohini Mohan Mukherjee,
Dr. Lila Majumdar, Dr. Lila Maitra, Dr. Sisir Kr. Das, Dr. Dhritikanta Lahiri Choudhuri, Sri Amulyadhan
Mukherjee, Sm. Sujata Choudhuri, Sri Prabodh Ranjan Sen, Sri Ajit Krishna Basu of English, Prof.
Nirmalya Bhushan Acharyya, Tarapada Bhattacharjee, Amiya Ratan Mukherjee, Pranab Ranjan Ghosh
of Bengali, Profs Kalidas Sen and Harimohan Bhattacharya of Philosophy and Prof. Amal Kr. Ray
Choudhury of History, Prof. K. P. Biswas of Botany, Prof. Gopal Tribedi of Economics, Profs. Parimal
Kar and Amritava Banerjee of Political Science, Profs. Kantish Maity and Jamini Kar of Mathematics,
Profs. Amal Roy Chowdhury and Ramen Poddar of Physics. A substantial portion of the faculty members
continue to be engaged in research activities in the college and elsewhere, in collaboration with universities
and other institutes of repute. Many faculty members regularly contribute articles to peer-reviewed journals.

Some of our mentors later opted for administrative services: Dr. Satyendranath Sen and Prof. Amlan
Dutta became Vice-Chancellors of Calcutta University and North Bengal University respectively. Dr.
Sankari Prosad Banerji of Philosophy and Dr. Golap Chandra Roy Choudhury of History became Registrars
of Calcutta University, Prof. Sanat Kumar Basu of Mathematics, Dr. Nisith Ranjan Kar of Geography,
Dr. P. K. Dutta of Chemistry, Prof. Phanindranath Mukherjee of English and Dr. Pratip Kumar Mukherjee
of Geology — all joined the W. B. Senior Educational Service as D.P.I.S. and D.D.P.L.S.

Initially, the same teachers used to teach both Economics and Political Science. Former Principal Sri
Panchanan Sinha and Former Vice Chancellors Dr. Satyendranath Sen and Prof. Amlan Dutta were no
exceptions to this. With the passing of the years, these two departments established their separate identities.
The Departments of Botany and Zoology were named as ‘Botany and Biology’ and ‘Zoology and Biology’
respectively. We had a Linguistics Department as well. In those good old days the college had a Vice
Principal to assist the Principal but no Bursar. The first Bursar of the college was Sri Bhusan Ghoshal,
M.A., LLB who served the institution in this capacity from 1946 to 1948. The Non-Teaching staff members
were of only two categories: Ministerial Staff and Lower Subordinate Staff; whereas these days we have
Head Clerk, Accountant, Asst. Accountant, Cashier, Computer Assistant, Office-Assistant, Library Assistant,
Library Attendants, Laboratory Assistants, Skilled Laboratory Attendant, Laboratory Attendant, IT
Associates, Attendants, Caretakers and many others to take care of the varied needs of the institution.

The objective of an educational institution is not just generating awardees of degrees but also good
and responsible citizens. Hence, besides achieving academic excellence and championing the cause of
physical culture, Asutosh College dedicated itself to the cause of social service too. The college had a
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full company of 156 cadets in the N. C. C. under the charge of a number of commissioned officer-
members of the teaching staff. The unit was attached with the 2nd Bengal Battalion. The college also had
two units of the National Social Service under the charge of an Officer-in-Charge who was a member of
the staff. Students, under the stewardship of the college teachers joined the C.U. Youth Leadership Training
Camp at Kamarpukur in 1954. The college organized social service camps and Labour Welfare Camps
at Bawali (24 Pgs Dist) and at Chakdaha (Nadia Dist.) in 1955. Students also participated in the
Apprenticeship Training in Village Development organized jointly by the University of Calcutta, Government
of West Bengal and the Ford Foundation. At those camps they carried out socio-economic surveys of the
villages that drew the attention of Community Development Project Administration, the Government of
India and consequently, UNESCO. Asutosh College was invited by the UNESCO to participate in the
Youth Enterprise on Fundamental Education Work Camps and to take up one of the five Pilot Projects
in South East Asia.

The milestones that marked the journey of the institution from its Diamond Jubilee year to the Platinum
Jubilee year were many. While Zoology was upgraded to the Honours level in 1973, Botany was upgraded
to the same in 1985. The year 1983 was marked by a revolutionary decision of the college authorities to
introduce co-education in the B.A. Courses. As a result, the student intake in Humanities stream was
escalated. An Honours course was introduced in an emerging discipline like Sociology in the same year,
well before other colleges did so. The Department of Geology took the initiative to publish the first
departmental journal of Asutosh College, SCAN, in 1985. On the eve of its Platinum Jubilee, the College
had a student strength of nearly 2500 pursuing Honours courses in 16 subjects and Pass Courses in 20
subjects and around a hundred teachers and members of the non-teaching staff.. Most importantly, the
Asutosh College Training Centre was established in 1993, in a newly-constructed four storied building
on Basanta Bose Road. The state-of-the-art centre housed courses in Computer Training (in collaboration
with I.C.E [I]). The first three years of the newly-introduced courses had a total roll-strength of approximately
2500 students. Scholarships were introduced for meritorious students. The centre also conducted (and
still conducts) training courses for various competitive examinations for entry into higher services like
WBCS, IAS, NET and SET. In 1995, Aptitude Test Courses, Career Counselling and Guidance were
initiated too. The creation of a computerized Database or Databank that would collect and classify
information regarding career opportunities in and outside West Bengal, as also outside India was proposed.
It was decided that the information collected would be categorized into person-oriented data and career-
oriented data. A language laboratory was built to encourage “English for Communication”. The idea
behind its implementation was to enhance the confidence of the students facing interview boards.

Our forbears knew that learning becomes meaningful only when coupled with practical applications.
A one-year certificate course in Management Education was introduced in December, 1995 in collaboration
with Peerless and approved by the State Council for Engineering and Technical Education. Later, a
Diploma Course in Safety Engineering (now Industrial Safety Engineering) was introduced. A Centre for
Creative Writing and Translation Workshop was also proposed. An anthology of poems, Bhalolagar
Kabita, where both the current students and teachers contributed, was released in the Calcutta Book Fair,
1995. Initiatives were taken to arrange mock-interviews and group discussions to benefit job-seekers.

On the whole, class-room teaching was, for the first time, geared to the changing needs of society.
Our forefathers asserted their belief in the maxim : Be the change you want to see in others.
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The last decade of the preceding century witnessed the effect of free economy and globalisation and
the days that followed the Platinum Jubilee year of the College, 1991, ushered in an era where the pursuit
of knowledge had to go hand in hand with technological advancements.

Honours and Major courses were introduced in newly-emerging disciplines like Industrial Fish and
Fisheries, Computer Science, Psychology, Microbiology, Biochemistry, Journalism and Mass Communication,
Electronics, Environmental Science, Bachelor of Business Administration and Communicative English
in course of time. In 2013, UGC-approved Add-on Courses in Industrial Chemistry, Travel & Tourism,
and Hospital Waste Disposal Management were introduced free of cost to enable our students to face the
challenges of the job and market confidently.

In tune with this thought, the UGC-approved Community College Scheme with courses in Software
Development and Mobile Communication and B. Voc (Bachelor of Vocation) courses in Software
Development and Industrial Aquaculture and Fisheries were launched in 2014. The classes are being held
at Bhasa, the second Campus of Asutosh College.

The Main Campus was gradually expanded to house regular Postgraduate courses in Environmental
Science, Geography, Zoology, Bengali, Applied Geology and Computer and Information Science in the
years between 2002 and 2014. The Postgraduate Study Centre (Distance Mode) of Vidyasagar University
was inaugurated in 2013 with PG Courses in English, History, Political Science, Environmental Science
and Commerce in the second campus of the College.

Time marched on. With the evolving conditions, the stakeholders decided to supplement the class-
room teaching-learning process and student-support services by forming the Placement Cell (2002), the
Psychotherapy Unit (2014) and the Eco Club (2013 June). The fact that the SC-ST-OBC Cell was set up
in 2012 and B. Sc. courses were made co-educational in 2002 was also in accordance with the demands
of the changing times. Central and Departmental Libraries underwent automation in 2014 to provide
students better and wider facilities in borrowing books and journals from the library and accessing the
comprehensive Catalogue on line, and the College Website was first launched in 2006. In 2014, the L.T.
Section was set up in the ground floor of the Humanities Block on Basanta Bose Road.

As early as 1996, Asutosh College was selected to be one of the two representative colleges from West
Bengal (the other being the Presidency College of yesteryear.) to join the C.D.1. (Camps Diversity Initiative)
programme sponsored by the Ford Foundation, USA. It focused on a survey as to how Indians handle
ethnic diversity and make cultural exchanges among various ethnic groups possible. As part of the
programme, Asutosh College joined the “Conference of Friendship” at D.A.V. College, Dehradun, along
with many other colleges of India, where the students and teachers were requested to recreate the
environment of their home state, including cultural activities, customs, dress, and cuisine.

As part of “Campus Outreach” programme under C.D.I. (Campus Diversity Initiative), Khariberia
Primary School in Bishnupur village near Bhasa was adopted by Asutosh College. A group of Asutosh
College students used to coach the school students, counsel the guardians and organize cultural activities
on a weekly basis under the guidance of one of our college teachers.

The Foundation for Academic Excellence and Access (FAEA) programme of which the college became
a part in 2003, was also sponsored by the Ford Foundation. Twenty four colleges were selected throughout

India and three colleges were selected from West Bengal to be the part of the programme. Asutosh College,
along with Presidency College and Kalimpong College enjoyed this privilege. Our College had to arrange
scholarships for socially and economically marginalized meritorious students. A teacher from Asutosh
College became the cluster co-ordinator of the Eastern Region who was endowed with the responsibility
of disbursing fellowship grants and organizing workshops. The project continued till 2010.

Funded by the FAEA, the Asutosh College Teachers’ Council started publishing a journal, DELF,
comprising research-oriented articles by faculty members of the College. The inaugural issue saw light
in 2003. This inspired the faculty members of the Political Science Department and the Department of
Communicative English to publish their Departmental Journals, ‘Politicus’ and ‘Communiqué’ in 2009
and 2010 respectively. The Asutosh College Publication Cell formed in 2014 made its debut effort by
publishing “Asutosh: Vidyar Sarathi” to commemorate the sesquicentennial Birth Anniversary of the
Founder of the College, Sir Asutosh Mookerjee and a multidisciplinary journal was published to
commemorate the century-long march of the college in 2016.

Meanwhile, infrastructural developments were also being undertaken. In the year 1985, the main
building of the College (the college’s only building existing at that time) suffered damage due to construction
work by the Metro Rail authorities on S. P. Mookerjee Road, in front of the College. Engineers brought
in to assess the damage opined that repair works would have to be undertaken with immediate effect. The
students and members of the teaching and non-teaching staff of the college headed by Dr. Subhankar
Chakraborty, the then Principal, made a protest march from the college to Metro Rail Bhavan on
Chowringhee Road and succeeded in procuring an amount of Rs. 25,00,000/- (Rupees twenty five lakhs)
from the Metro Rail Authorities for repair-cum-renovation work in the College.

Following the construction of the ACTC building on adjoining Basanta Bose Road in 1993, as mentioned
earlier, in 2006, a fourth floor was added to the Main Building to provide increased space to the departments
of Geography, Electronics, Mathematics, Statistics, Botany, and Zoology and to house the BOOST
lavoratory (funded by the department of Biotechnology, Govt. of West Bengal). A fourth, followed by
the fifth, floor were also added to the ACTC building in 2008 and 2010 respectively. A vertical extension
was also made in the Main Building on the western side of the Professors’ Room. The open space in front
of the students’ canteen was also roofed in and named Vivekananda Mancha as part of the 150th Birth
Anniversary Celebrations of Swamiji in 2013. Earlier, in 2011, as part of the 150th Birth Anniversary
celebrations of Rabindranath Tagore, the Central Library was restructured and a commemorative tablet
placed to mark the event, while the Reading Room in the ACTC Building was renovated and named
Vidyasagar Pathagar. As a tribute to three greate pioneers in the field of Science, the Physics and Chemistry
Lecture Galleries were renovated and named after Acharya Jagadish Chandra Bose and Acharya Prafulla
Chandra Ray respectively, while the Statistics laboratory was redesigned and named after Sir P. C.
Mahalanobish. A marble bust of Acharya Prafulla Chandra Ray hwas also installed on the porch in front
of the Chemistry Department, in May, 2016. To ensure better facilities for the students, the Journalism
Laboratory and the Communicative English Project room were restructured. The staircase upto the first
floor was overlain with marble, and CCTV for improve security and a high capacity generator to combat
power cuts also installed. A sollar power generating cell to partially meet increasing demands has also
been set up in Electronics laboratory. In 2002, security personnel were engaged to work in the main
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building and later on, in the other buildings of the college’s extended campus. Lifts were installed in the
main building and the ACTC in 2009 and 2013 respectively. A ramp too was constructed on the ground
floor of the ACTC to aid the movement of physically changed individuals.

In the last few years, Asutosh College has continued to expand campus-wise as well. In 2001, 33
bighas of land were purchased in Bhasa, near Joka in South 24 Parganas, to set up the second and suburban
campus of the College. Within the perimeter of a 4000 ft. long boundary wall have been planted a number
of medicinal as well as fruit-bearing trees like arjun, amaltash, jamun, neem, krishnachura, jarul, mango,
guava, coconut-palm and many others. There is also an extensive herb garden. This garden, ‘Sushrut’,
is a brilliant initiative taken up by the college at the Bhasa campus, has been set up in an area of 6560
sq. ft., where nearly a hundred varieties of medicinal plants are being grown. Pitcher plants, different
varieties of ocimum, harjora (used as a remedy in bone fracture), aswagandha, are the chief attractions
of this garden. The garden also has an eco-friendly bamboo-made platform for interactive sessions with
students. Entering through the Centenary Gate of this campus, one can see the Girls’ and Boys’ Hostels,
Community College and PG Study Centre building. The master-plan of the campus with its building has
been drawn up by architects of repute and engineers of IIT, Kharagpur. Construction of other buildings
is in progress. Future projects include setting up of several 'schools' with inter and multidisciplinary
approaches and further development of ‘Green Campus’ components.

On the eve of the Centennial Celebrations of the College, the erstwhile Boys” Hostel on Basanta Bose
Road was renovated alongwith elevator installation and transformed to house the Humanities Block,
where the departments of English, Communicative English, Economics, History, Journalism, Philosophy,
Political Science, Sanskrit and Sociology conduct classes and enjoy exclusive faculty rooms and classrooms
with computer & library facilities alongwith ‘IT Cell” in ground floor.

The five-storied Centenary Building has been constructed on purchased land at 22 Kalighat Road, on
which had once stood the Boys’ Hostel (old). It houses the regular PG departments and is equiped with
smart classrooms, modern laboratories mainly for PG studies and research, a seminar hall, an e-library,
a conference room - all state-of-the-art arrangements befitting the century-long journey of the college.
This Building was inaugurated on the 1st of April, 2015, by Sri Pranab Mukherjee, President of India.

In this context, some of the endeavours taken up by the college in its Centenary Year are worth
mentioning. A new classroom and laboratory for the Electronics department, and a soil-water annalysis
laboratory for the Geography department have been set up in the ACTC building in order to lessen the
excessive load on the comparatively older classrooms and laboratories housed in the main building. A
Visitors' Room has been created adjacent to the Principal's Room on the first floor of the main building.
A room on the second floor in this building has also been earmarked for the NCC and NSS units. In the
Centenary building, and Alumni Corner has been made for former students of the college. A room in the
Humanities Block has been set aside to be used as a ‘Health Care Unit’ for the students and staff members
requiring first-aid or medical attention.

Today, with nearly 7000 students and 400 Staff members, Asutosh college is brimming with confidence
to explore new vistas of knowledge, and to develop improved resources of higher education, in keeping
with the rich legacy that it is justifiably proud of.
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From South Suburban Group of Schools to
South Suburban College — 1872-1916

I. The Background

Imost the whole of the 19th Century witnessed the decline of traditional education system of
the pre-colonial phase in the history of Bengal and simultaneously the rise of Western education
in British India. Calcutta gradually replaced the Nawabi capitals of Murshidabad and Dacca.
The city was being reorganized according to municipal services. Demographically, without determining
overtly, the division was on the line of Black Town and White Town. In the seventies of the 19th Century
southern side of the Lower Circular Road was not included in what was then called Calcutta Municipality.
This huge area was administered by South Suburban Municipality. When Calcutta Municipal Act was
passed to create Calcutta Municipal Corporation, South Suburban Municipality was merged into it. Facing
the Hooghly on the West, physically Bhowanipore area was adjacent on the northern side to the White
Town at the centre of the city. On the southern side of Bhowanipore much older neighbourhood Kalighat
was situated with the Kali Temple adjacent to Adi Ganga. From the late 18th Century onwards there were
several ‘settler-families’ in Bhowanipore and Kalighat area which originally formed the nucleus of the
residential quarters. Some of the older families came away from Gobindapur from the riverside of the
Hooghly when the new Fort William was being built there by the East India Company. These old families
were displaced by the expansion enforced by the British settlements.

The House of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee founded by Dr. Ganga Prasad Mookerjee (1873) on 77, Russa
(Pagla) Road North is one of the most prominent landmarks in Calcutta. Not only as an ancestral residential
mansion of an eminent family or of great individuals, it is a history by itself. From the 1870s, around this
house and the family, grew up the educational and cultural life of Bhowanipore — Kalighat area and later
of entire South Calcutta. By the time Dr. Ganga Prasad Mookerjee with his family settled in this area,
Bhowanipore grew into a sprawling and thriving middle class locality headed by doctors, lawyers, teachers,
judges and other professionals. H. E. Cotton writes in Calcutta Old & New — ‘Bhowanipore is a popular
native place inhabited by some Hindu and metal artisans (Kansari Para) who work for the houses in the
town. The quarter is also a great favourite one of the large community of pleaders and attorneys who
practised in the nearby High Court and Alipore Court. The London Missionary Society’s Institution and
the Lunatic Asylum are there, ..... Further South is Tollygunge, a station of Church Missionary Society...... ’
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From the early 19th Century there were several schools and libraries run by the Christian Missionaries.
Major purpose of those organizations were to import education to native Christian youth who in future
would be capable to play the role of preachers. But being at the periphery of the already mainstream
educational and cultural centres in North Calcutta, the middle class non-christian families in the suburban
area suffered from lack of opportunity and exposure to good quality life through education for their
children. If we check the social composition of the highly educated professional people who use to live
in this neighbourhood, the demand for good schooling for children would be clear. On Russa Road North
was the residence of Justice Dwarka Nath Mitter, Dr. Ganga Prasad Mookerjee, the father of illustrious
Sir Asutosh, Madhav Chunder Ghosh, Justice Ramesh Chandra Mitter, Sir Chandra Madhav Ghosh, et.
al. We will see, these illustrious men took initiative to change the atmosphere in favour of the development
of educational institutions in South Calcutta.

II. The Nucleus

In 1872 the General Committee of the South Suburban Group of Schools was established by the most
eminent residents of the area to facilitate the promotion of education. Gradually a number of schools in
and around the neighbourhood came under the General Committee and were administered by it. Dr. Ganga
Prasad Mookerjee was one of the founder members. South Suburban School actually came into being in
1874. Asutosh Mookerjee was a student of the School from 1876-1879, during the time when Acharya
Pandit Shivnath Shastri was Head Master. At first it was Kalighat Suburban School where Satish Chandra
Mukherjee of later Dawn Society fame, was a student. In the beginning there were two separate entities
— South Suburban School and South Suburban Branch School. But both were administered by the same
general committee.

Another Institution which came to be administered by the Committee was Doveton College / Parental
Academic Institution. March 7, 1823, a Body of Christian Parents established Parental Academic Institution
in Bhowanipore to secure for their children the benefit of western liberal education with some Christian
values. In 1855 Captain Johan Deveton bequeathed a very large sum of money to the Institution when
the College Department was opened and named after the donor. It was affiliated to the University of
Calcutta till 1911.

In 1838, London Missionary Society founded a Institution for spread of education in Bhowanipore,
Kalighat and Tollygunge area. In 1858 London Missionary Society’s Institution was inaugurated in a large
and handsome building. It was divided into three departments — a School, a College and a Theological
Seminary. Although it was established primarily for the benefit of Christian youth, quite a large number
of other students were sent to the Institution to have western education. This is the reason that the closure
of the Institution caused a general crisis in facilitating spread of education in South Calcutta which had
been already resided by a sprawling educated middle class. Both the above mentioned Institutions were
closed in 1911. By 1915 two other educational institutions LMS College and Bishop College abolished
their University Departments. This precipitated a crisis in education. In the meantime in 1905 Mitra
Institution Branch was established by Sri Bireswar Mitra.

The General Committee of the South Suburban Group of Schools was presided over by Sir Asutosh
Mookerjee. He proposed to establish a Junior College by raising the status of South Suburban School.
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Accordingly, application was sent to the Provincial Government in1915. An advance of 20,000/~ was
sanctioned by South Suburban School Committee. The Personal Secretary to the Governor of Bengal
Lord Carmichael, informed that in that current year (1915) there was no more provision left for fresh
approval. But under the able guidance of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee the Committee pursued the matter
tenaciously with the Government and finally secured the approval in May, 1916.

Already on March, 24, 1915 the rules and regulations to form the Governing Body were passed at the
Committee meetings. It was decided that the responsibility of the administration of the newly founded
College would be on ten members amongst whom eight members were to be elected by the General
Committee. Rest of the two members, one was the Principal designate and the other was a representative
nominated by the teachers for one year. Under the supervision of the General Committee the College was
going to be administered.

After the approval letter reached in May, 1916, on June 3 of the same year Sir Asutosh Mookerjee was
elected President of the Governing Body of the College. At the same meeting, on the same day, the name
of the College was decided to be South Suburban College, Bhowanipore. It was started to function from
26 Lansdowne Road in a rented house.

This is the starting history of the birth of a great Institution which led an education movement reaching
a Century today, not only for South Calcutta, India but in other parts of the world through her illustrious
Alumni. 17th July, 1916, first and second year classes started with 183 and 105 students respectively in
total 288. But in the very first year due to unprecedented success and popularity among the student
community there was great pressure on the authorities to increase the number seats for larger number of
students to be accommodated. Due to lack of space for expansion it was decided to shift the college to
Bijni House on 157 Russa Road, [N.B. Bijni was the name of a landed estate in Assam and the property
belonged to the Zamindar house. Later the property was demolished to make space for the present
Chittaranjan Cancer Research Institute]

In the academic year 1918-1919 the status of the Junior College was elevated to regular Degree College
affiliated to the University of Calcutta, but with limited subjects (7) like English, Bengali, Sanskrit,
Philosophy, History, Political Economy and Political Philosophy and also Mathematics. In the academic
year 1922-1923 the College received permission from the University to start Science course at the
Intermediate stage. Just after three years the college got affiliation for B. Sc. Degree with honour courses.
Upto this stage the College was being led by the great educationist Sir Asutosh Mookerjee as the President
of Governing Body. In the 20s of the 20th Century the College made tremendous progress in all spheres
of activities. Its reputation and success attracted notice of brilliant teachers and students from all parts
of Calcutta in particular and Bengal in general.

On May 25, 1924 Sir Asutosh Mookerjee passed away in Patna suddenly, one month short of the age
of sixty. The whole nation mourned the untimely demise of probably the greatest educationist and nation
builder of the century. June 15, 1924, at the Condolence Meeting of the College, the Members of the
Governing Body took unanimous resolution to change the name to Asutosh College.
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I11. Asutosh College and Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute

The next phase of the history of the College took a new turn. 30th March, 1927, Asutosh college was
registered according to Societies Registration Act XXI, 1860. In the meantime, on May 25, 1925, on the
occasion of the first death anniversary of Sir Asutosh, a memorial meeting was held at Harish Park,
Bhawanipore. It was presided over by the then Mayor of Calcutta Corporation, Deshbandhu Chittaranjan
Das, Sir Nilratan Sircar was the President. At that time at the meeting Gandhiji was also present. He paid
tribute to the memory of the great departed by saying, although he never had any personal contact with
Sir Asutosh, way back in South Africa he had come to know about the latter’s unique contribution to
education for Indians and his courageous fight against the British to protect and maintain the autonomy
of the University of Calcutta. In this meeting, attended by the most distinguished Calcuttans, it was
unanimously resolved to form Asutosh Memorial Committee which would take steps to erect a Memorial
Hall and a Memorial Library to perpetuate the hallowed memory of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee.

Already the need for a public hall and an well equipped library was keenly felt in South Calcutta and
the suburbs in general. At that time, the funds at the disposal of the Asutosh Memorial Committee amounted
to a paltry sum. An application was sent to the Provincial Government for a building grant; along with
it an appeal to the public was issued for voluntary and suitable contributions for the purpose, to be sent
in the name of the Treasurer of the Asutosh Memorial Committee. Following are the names of the founder
members of the Memorial Committee :

In 1926 Calcutta Corporation granted a plot of land at Beninandan Street for the proposed Memorial
Hall and Library. But the plot was discovered to be low and water tank filled. Later (1929) it was exchanged
for a more suitable plot of land measuring ten cottahs in the north-east corner of Hazra Road. At this
stage, the Governing Body of Asutosh College proposed to Asutosh Memorial Committee that the Memorial
should take a form of a spacious building big enough to accommodate the Hall, the Library and the College
as a befitting monument to the memory of Sir Asutosh. Accordingly, the Memorial Committee approached
Calcutta Corporation for additional land adjacent to the already granted plot. Responding to the appeal
Calcutta Corporation made a further grant of twenty four cottahs of land to the Memorial Committee. In
the meantime on September 20, 1929, Asutosh Memorial Committee as a Trust was registered, under the
Registered Society Act XXI of 1860, the Regd. No. being S6513 of 1929. Now, Asutosh Mookerjee
Memorial Institute and its main objectives being;

1) to perpetuate the memory of the late Sir Asutosh Mookerjee by erecting a Hall and by founding and
maintaining Libraries and Reading Rooms for the benefits of the citizens of Calcutta, by erecting suitable
institutions and by maintaining and managing Asutosh College, and of any other educational and cultural
organizations as may be developed and administered by the Institute.
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ii) to hold public meetings, to organize debates and lectures on literary, scientific, economic, social
and such other subjects to provide facilities for social, cultural unions and to promote healthy sports and
physical training amongst the citizens of Calcutta.

ii1) to compile, translate and publish documents, pamphlets, books and periodicals in furtherance of
the main objectives of the Institute.

iv) to make Rules, Regulations and Bye-laws for the management and control of the Society and
accordingly.

v) all other clauses are related to the financial matters of the Institute.

Asutosh Memorial Hall was established in 1929. It was initially conceived and intended to fulfill the
long time requirement for an auditorium cum community centre in South Calcutta specially designed for
educational and cultural activities. Since then political conferences, literary seminars, academic symposia
were held, dramas, plays, musical and dance performances were staged. Many other educational and
cultural functions were held here. In 1935, by the relentless persuasion of Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee
the construction of the Hall and the Library was completed; he was the President of the Institute and the
College. Poet Rabindra Nath Tagore was invited to inaugurate the stall to the public. But due to serious
ailment the poet could not attend the function. Instead he sent a poem to be read on his behalf at the
inauguration of the Hall. Following is the poem:

Once the Goddess of Wisdom
Left her own signature
Upon your name
And you maintain her majesty
In your life.

Let that name of yours ever
Proclaim her triumph,
Uniting your memory with her service
In this Temple of Learning

(Translation from Bengali to English by Rabindra Nath Tagore)

For the past 86 years political conferences, literary seminar, academic symposia was held, dramas,
plays and other audio visual performance were staged. Most distinguished Indian and foreign scholars
and artistes joined, attended and participated in these activities and programmes. In 1936 ‘Parisodh’ a
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play by Rabindra Nath Tagore, was staged for the first time in this Hall. On the 18th August of the same
year, a Memorial meeting, organized by All India Progressive Writers” Association, was held here to
condole the death of the great Russian writer, Maxim Gorky (d. 16.08.1936). Rabindra Nath Tagore, with
many of the academic and intellectuals of Calcutta was present in the Hall to pay homage to the departed
great. Over the years, felicitations were given to important personalities like Sarojini Naidu, Indira Debi
Chowdhurani, et. al. One can go on citing innumerable significant occasions observed and important
events happening in this Hall. Last but not the least, 150th birth anniversary of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee
was observed on a grand scale by Asutosh College. It is still a very unique symbol of cultural and academic
life in South Calcutta.

In the mid-eighties of the 20th Century, due to the construction of Metro Railway underneath Syama
Prasad Mookerjee Road, the Hall, the Library and the College buildings were badly damaged. Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Institute filed a law suit against the Metro Railway Authorities, won the case and
received compensation. Entire College building was repaired with a facelift for the impending Diamond
jubilee Celebration. At the same time, the Memorial Hall was thoroughly renovated and repaired with
added facilities of lighting, ventilation acoustic, fresh sitting and stage arrangements, turning it into a
modern auditorium. Everything was paid and done under the auspices of the Memorial Institute, except
for the supervision of the repairing of the College building. The Hall was reopened on the occasion of
the 125th Birth Anniversary of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee in 1989. Important and eventful programmes of
the Institute and the College are held in the Hall. Most prestigious amongst them is the Annual Sir Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Oration delivered by the most erudite and eminent Indians, is held in the Hall. The
sitting capacity of the Hall with balcony seats is nearly 644.

IV. Asutosh Memorial Library

The history of the Library is more chequered than the Hall. It was also established in 1929 and shared
the same history with the College and the Hall. On September 1, 1935, the Library was shifted to the final
destination from 38A, Asutosh Mookerjee Road to 9A, Russa Road (then), presently 92, Syama Prasad
Mookerjee Road. It is adjacent to the College building and the Hall.

Two other institutions in the area, having an older history, were merged with Asutosh Memorial
Library in the same year. Memorial Library was started with ten thousand books, Syama Prasad Mookerjee
was the first President of the Hall and Library Committee and Nirmal Chandra Chatterjee the Secretary.
At first it received 650/- p.a. as grant from Calcutta Corporation; from 1938 the grant was cut short
to 500/-.

The authorities of the Cottage Library agreed to make over all its books and furniture which helped
to form the nucleus of the Memorial Library. To fulfill the valid demand of the educated middle class
residents of South Calcutta, Cottage Library was founded by eminent personalities of the area on May
25,1891, at 4/1, Balaram Bose Lane. Corporation Councillor Priyonath Mullick was the founder President,
Nrisingha Chandra Mitra its Secretary and Narendra Nath Mitra, the Librarian. The Library maintained
a Social Welfare Unit which was headed by Deshbandhu Chittaranjan Das. It also had a Library Society
and a Debating Club.
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In 1913 by the consistent effort of Surendra Nath Mullick C.LE., then Library President and Commisioner
of Calcutta Corporation, Cottage Library received grant from the latter. Sir Asutosh Mookerjee regularly
offered financial assistance and gifted books to the Library. Sir Ramesh Chunder Mitter, Maharaja of
Coochbehar, Maharani Swarnamoiee Devi of Kasim Bazar, H. E. A. Cotton, Kumar Asutosh Roy of
Behrampore, and such others, contributed generously to the Cottage Library. The dramatic performances
and other cultural activities of the Library Society was well-known in Calcutta. In 1915 another local
cultural organization in the name of Bhowanipore Institute merged with Cottage Library, and it was
renamed jointly as Cottage Library and Bhowanipore Institute. Cottage Library and Bhowanipore Institute
combined finally merged with Asutosh Memorial Library.

Thus the Memorial Library started with a collection of ten thousand books and with the legacy of one
of the greatest bibliophiles in the world. At one time, in the late 80s of the 20th Century the Library
possessed around 16,000 books and journals. But it was decided by the President (Justice Chittatosh
Mookerjee) and office bearers of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute to make a gift of old and rare
English books to Asutosh Collection, National Library, Calcutta. At present the Library possesses a little
more than 12000 thousand books. Among some of the rare books were Indian Infanticide by J. C. Brown
(1857), Modern English Literature by Letherbridge (1874), Biographical Sketches by Martinere (1889),
The Treasury of Sacred Songs by F.T. Paul (1889) and Le Kamasutra (1912, in French). Most of these
books have been donated to National Library for better preservation and more access for the researchers.
There are many valuable works and treatises in Bengali, specially dramas and plays of the 19th Century.
Out of print first edition books by Swarna Kumari Devi, Kshirod Prasad Vidyavinod, Girish Chandra
Ghosh, et. al. are still in the possession of the Library.

Going back on time, there was still arrangements made and a system working, taking all these three
organizations together, co-ordinated by Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Trust. In 1934 Syama Prasad
Mookerjee became the youngest Vice-Chancellor of the University of Calcutta at the age of 33. He was
simultaneously and unanimously elected the President of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute and
Asutosh Group of Colleges. It had already been stated that by his untiring effort and fervent appeal to
Calcutta Corporation for land to build the College premises, was immediately responded by granting one
bigha fourteen cottahs of land on lease which was sanctioned for the above purpose. Morning Section
of Asutosh College for Women had already started in 1932. The entire College administration with the
Hall and the Library was shifted to the new building in 1935. Evening Section for Commerce came to
be run in 1940 but the clear cut demarcation between the three units comes into being from 1947 onwards.
Women’s Section (Morning) was much later changed into the name of Lady Jogomaya Devi, wife of Sir
Asutosh Mookerjee (1958). In the same way, Evening Section of the Commerce College became Syama
Prasad College (1958). At one time, the three colleges formed an unified and collective Asutosh Group
of Colleges, co-ordinated by the Principal and Governing Body members of Asutosh College. The present
situation is, all the three Colleges have separate entity and independent status.

In the history of the expansion and development of Asutosh Group of Colleges, the time of Dr. Syama
Prasad Mookerjee’s leadership was the golden period. By his effort the College acquired a Gymansium,
two hostels, an independent sport tent of its own at Calcutta Maidan for sports activities and a dynamic
NCC Division for both boys and girls. An University Health Centre was built on the college land. It also
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had a division of St. Johns Ambulance Brigade. Syama Prasad as Vice-Chancellor of Calcutta University
introduced the rule to celebrate Foundation Day of our Alma Mater (24.01.1935). On the first Foundation
Day, all the colleges under Calcutta University joined the celebration by march passed with College
banners, singing the marching song — Chalo Jai, Chalo Jai, specially written and composed by Poet
Rabindra Nath Tagore at the earnest request of V.C. Syama Prasad. Asutosh College took the most dynamic
role in the celebration with largest number of students participating on the occasion. Syama Prasad
Mookerjee’s address to the student — teacher community and to all concerned, still remains one of the
finest examples of the clarion call to the academic community for ideal of education and loyalty to the
alma mater. Just a year before Dr. Mookerjee’s tragic demise in Sheikh Abdulla’s prison in far away
Kashmir (1952), through his pursuance one bigha ten cottahs of land (1951) was bought to provide separate
buildings for Morning Section for Women and Evening Section for Commerce. The long association and
warm relationship changed between Asutosh College and Asutosh Memorial. Next President of both the
bodies was Justice Rama Prasad Mookerjee (see the list of Presidents).

V. The Created Crisis

Upto 1973 Asutosh Group of Colleges (Asutosh College Society) was progressing and developing,
of course, with trials and tribulations. The Colleges were run according to the University Act of 1966.
In 1973 Professor Dilip Chakravarty, Secretary and later President of the West Bengal College and
Universities Teachers Association, published, and most widely circulated a base pamphlet bearing the
title Problems of the Colleges under Trusts and Pseudo-Trust: Two Case Studies Part-1 — Bangabasi
College and II. Asutosh College. Here we are concerned with Asutosh College only. The allegations which
were made in this 10 page pamphlet were duly answered by Professor Khagendra Nath Sen, Principal
of Asutosh College for ten years and Secretary of all the three colleges as well as Secretary, Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Institute. His answers and replies, point by point, were published in two booklets
: (I) Rejoinder to Unfounded Allegations of Mismanagement and of Acts of Financial Impropriety,
in a case study of Asutosh College’ (published by WBCUTA), (2) Asutosh, Jogomaya Devi and Syama
Prasad Colleges : A Case for Justice (submitted to the Members of the Syndicate of Calcutta University).
Both the booklets were published on behalf of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute (and Asutosh
College Society), submitted and circulated on 10.07.1976 & received on 14.07.1976.

On the 14th December, 1973, the Governing Bodies of Asutosh, Jogomaya Devi and Syama Prasad
Colleges were superseded by order of the Syndicate of Calcutta University. All along the Governing
Bodies had been recognized and approved by both Calcutta University, University Grants Commission,
and West Bengal Government. A petition was moved by Prof. Khagendra Nath Sen in Calcutta High Court
against the order of the Syndicate of C.U. for supersession and obtained Rules No. 4225-27 (W) of 1973.
The detail of the case has been discussed point by point in the aforesaid booklets, published by Prof.
Khagendra Nath Sen (AMMI). I am not going to repeat it here; both the booklet have been printed in the
category of ‘Important Documents’ as sources to the brief history of Asutosh College and Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Institute.

The relationship between Asutosh Memorial Trust and Asutosh College Society has been analysed
and interpreted by the original documents presented in this brief history. My narrative stops when the
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administration and working of the three colleges were separated from AMMI. That Asutosh Mookerjee
Memorial Institute was ‘the parent body’ of Asutosh College, Jogomaya Devi College and Syama Prasad
College are proved by not only the past history but also by original documents. The buildings which house
all the three colleges, along with the Memorial Hall and the Memorial Library, all belong to Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Institute. The plot of land was granted as lease on a nominal rent by Calcutta
Corporation to Asutosh Memorial Trust. All these Colleges belonged to the same ‘parent body’,
the expression used by the inspecting team which recommended the affiliation of other two colleges to
Calcutta University.

The buildings were constructed by AMMI with the help of (a) generous donations and contributions
from the public (b) subsequent contributions from the reserve fund of the Colleges. Asutosh Memorial
Hall still can be used, whenever it is necessary for the colleges, when a number of special days are free
of all expenses. Along with the Hall, the Memorial Library can also be used by the Colleges for meetings,
functions, exhibitions and programmes. For many years Jogomaya Devi College Text Book Library was
accommodated at 77, Asutosh Mookerjee Road, the ancestral house gifted by the successors of Sir Asutosh
to Asutosh Memorial Trust, at present the main building of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute. Four
major units with galleries and archives operate under the Trust Administration along with the Hall and
the Library, the history of AMMI has been added to the ‘Important Documents’. It was confirmed by the
Inspection Team of Calcutta University and visiting members of University Grants Commission also had
declared the ‘parent body’ status to the Memorial Institute. All the Principals of the three colleges are
ex-officio members of the Governing Body of the Memorial Institute. They can also send their nominated
representatives in case of unavoidable absence. On the other hand the Institute does not have any
representation in the Governing Bodies of the three Colleges.

Right in front of Asutosh College building, there is a terracotta frieze of Sir Asutosh, resemblance
taken from the famous painting by Atul Bose — ‘The Bengal Tiger’. At the bottom of it is inscribed
‘Asutosh Memorial’, from 1935 onwards all joint meeting of Asutosh Memorial Committee and Governing
Body of Asutosh Group of Colleges were held in the College premises. In the 1960s the premises at
77 Asutosh Mookerjee Road, which had been mortgaged with the Life Insurance Corporation of India
was cleared of the mortgage by taking an ‘advance’, not loan, of ¥ 3,00,000/-and odd. The Central
Organisation of Asutosh College on 6th June, 1960. unanimously resolved to ‘transfer’ ¥ 3,12,000/- from
the A/c of Central Organisation to the A/c of AMMI. The decision was unanimous. The other alternative
was to sell the property which was far more worth of ¥ 3,00,000/-. There were already Marwari buyers
who were ready to pay way above the ‘advance’ money. Unfortunately at that time AMMI did not have
enough fund to release the mortgage. Prof. K. N. Sen published the records, reports and letters in his
‘Case for Justice’ booklet. The successors of Sir Asutosh vacated the huge mansion, their ancestral home
since 1873, to be gifted to Asutosh Memorial Trust when Asutosh Group of Colleges (Central Committee)
was to get priority in sharing benefits and facilities of the units of the Institute. It still shares a 25% of
the profit which is earned from the Memorial Hall. Fortunately those dark days passed and the College
flourished and matured, ready for celebrating the centenary. The next phase of history from 1975-76
onwards, will be written by the present generation.

;ﬂg joined Asutosh College as a Lecturer in Physics on 7 July,1960, alongwith Sri Nalini Banerjee
Babu is no more but Paritosh is there to reminisce with me about the past.

I had a long uninterrupted association with the college till I retired on 31 March, 1999.

Fifty-five years have passed, but events, happenings, etc., come crowded together in my memory,
sometimes juxtaposed, with the years getting mixed up. However, I am happy to note that with the passage
of years, my college has scaled lofty heights in the field of education, student excellence, infrastructural
facilities and an overall improvement in almost all spheres, and stands amongst the best in the field of
education in West Bengal.

The college that we joined had already the aura of a hallowed institution, bearing the name of one of
the noblest sons of Bengal, with teachers, renowned for their erudition, who would draw a host of students
from other colleges to listen to their lectures, spell-bound.

Things started to change during the turbulent ‘60’s with the volatile socio-political scenario of West
Bengal, and the college too, could not escape unaffected. The rising cost of living was affecting the
general people and it was getting difficult for the common man to make both ends meet. Without exception
the staff of the college, both teaching and non-teaching, were also feeling hard-pressed due to rising costs.
Their “take home” pay was meagre and the Govt. D.A. of ¥ 1750/- p.m. came quarterly but irregularly.
The college DA was fixed at ¥ 65/- p.m., which was less than that of other reputed colleges in Calcutta.

I feel that the turning point in the history of Asutosh College came about around that time. There was
natural respect of the employees of Asutosh College, both teaching and non-teaching, towards the Governing
Body of the College, whose members were well-known personalities of that time, and the President of
the Body was none other than Justice Ramaprosad Mookerjee, the eldest son of Sir Asutosh.

In one of the meetings of the Teachers’ Council at that time, the issue of enhancement of our college
DA was put forth. After a lot of deliberation, it was unanimously decided to make an appeal to the
Governing Body to increase the quantum of college DA and bring it at par with that in other reputed
colleges in our city. When the resolution was being drafted, suddenly one of our young colleagues, Prof.
Gopal Tribedy of the Dept. of Economics, proposed that to press for our just demands, we should stage
an indefinite sit-in demonstration in the staffroom, without disturbing the college academic schedule, so
that the students did not suffer and that we would continue to stay in the college premises, till our demands
were met by the Governing Body.

It was a historic event that had never happened in the educational realm of West Bengal and possibly
in India itself. The very senior teachers were initially a bit reluctant to take part, but we, the junior teachers
(I was only 26 then), ultimately won them over. The classes of the Day Department, i.e., Asutosh College,
being over for the day by 5.45 pm, we began our sit-in programme.
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In the meantime, the teachers of the evening college, i.e., Syamaprasad College started arriving to
take their classes. On learning about the whole matter, they also supported our demand and thought about
making a similar appeal to their G.B. It should be mentioned here that the three colleges, i.e., Jogamaya
Devi College, Asutosh College and Syamaprasad College had more or less the same composition of GBs
at that time.

Our Association, the WBCUTA, was duly informed about the sit-in. The leaders of the Association,
namely Prof. Dilip Chakraborty, the then General Secretary, Prof. Sourin Bhattacharya and others came
to the college in the evening and expressed solidarity for our cause.

The whole night passed off peacefully. Many of us could only have a short nap.

Next morning, the staff of Jogamaya Devi College, who had begun arriving for their classes, also
joined us at the sit-in. Later in the day, our Principal Dr. K. N. Sen, sensing the mood of the teachers of
the three colleges, probably contacted the members of the Governing Bodies of the three colleges and
also the members of the Governing Body of the Asutosh Memorial Institute.

We were invited to put forward the rationale of our demands of the President of the G. B. of the Asutosh
Memorial Trust, under which the three colleges functioned.

Teachers of the three colleges went in a procession to the nearby residence of the President where a
representative body of the teachers of the three colleges met the President in his study and explained our
position.

A few days later an emergent meeting of the GB of the Asutosh Memorial Trust decided favourably
and to our satisfaction, increased the college DA from ¥ 65/p.m. to ¥ 90/p.m.

To my mind, that was the turning point in the history of Asutosh College, when the teachers showed
that a peaceful and silent sit-in protest without any political interference could press home the just demands
of the staff of the three colleges.

During that time, certain occurrances led some of our colleagues to doubt the approved composition
of the G.B., under the Registrar of Societies, Govt. of West Bengal, as the college was a registered body.
Moreover, the three colleges were all under the Asutosh Memorial Institute, the parent body, which had
the final say in the functioning of the three colleges. Yet, the teachers, did not have any representative
there.

The teachers began to feel that the composition of the G. B. of Asutosh Memorial Institute should be
more democratic and its functioning should also appear to be so.

Teachers’ representatives to the GB of Asutosh College, namely Prof. Satyen Bhaduri of the Dept. of
Sanskrit and Prof. Samar Basu of the Dept. of Chemistry inquired about the approved composition of the
GB of Asutosh College from the Registrar of Societies, Govt. of West Bengal. They wrote to the Registrar
and it was found that the then composition did not strictly follow the approved norms. The teachers’ body
relentlessly pursued the matter which ultimately resulted in the democratic composition of the college
Governing Bodies.
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In the meantime, several years passed. Calcutta University also got involved and it ultimately culminated
in the Calcutta University Act of 1979 and the statutes there under. This ultimately resulted in the
democratic composition of Governing Bodies of all colleges affiliated to Calcutta University.

To cut a long story short, the new Act ushered in an era of openness in the functioning of colleges and
Universities in West Bengal, but [ must say that the turning point of that history was initiated with our

peaceful and non-political struggle to press home the just demands of the staff of Asutosh College, way
back in 1965.

1 y association with Asutosh College dates back to a rainy July day in 1969 when I was admitted
to this college as a student of Geology (Hons.). The feeling of pride returns as I remember
the then Vice Principal, Prof. Paresh Sen, writing on the reverse of my marksheet — Admit

today with Geology Honours.

Those days, when most things including admission to schools and colleges were simple affairs, are
now no more. Today, when I see how complicated and colossal the admission process has become, [ am
filled with apprehension. This is an obvious fallout of the complexities of our contemporary Indian society,
beset as it is with socio-economic problems and cultural confusion on one hand, and technological
advancement on the other, resulting in what may be described as pseudo — progress. Caught in these
rapidly changing times, Asutosh College — my college, our college - has continued to grow under the able
leadership of successive Principals, each a stalwart in his own right.

In this, our centenary, attempting to visualize the future course of the college is indeed a monumental
task. Nonetheless, we have our dreams of a future that holds promise of excellence. And what further
nurtures our dreams is the ‘societal pressure’, a positive force, one may say, that is born of the minds of
students, their guardians, and all other stakeholders who are eager to see Asutosh College assume a leading
role in the nation’s educational scene.

This dream of attaining excellence can only be realized through a continuous process of intellectual
and spiritual enrichment where a determination to succeed in spite of all odds is the necessary spur. Some
might consider it to be both our arrogance and ignorance. But, from an idealistic perspective, if our dreams
are true, and efforts sincere, then anything is achievable.

I have spoken of one kind of ‘pressure’ which is actually a positive force that gives us the necessary
impetus to forge ahead. I now refer to another kind of pressure, negative in itself, but paradoxically
enough, positive in its impact — the pressure from non-performers and ill-intentioned critics who
underestimate us and overestimate their own power. They create barriers, put obstacles in our path, without
realizing that it is these very hindrances that ‘instigate’ us to excel - to ‘register’, ‘rectify’ and ‘rejuvenate’
(the three ‘r’ s in our dictionary).

Let me now turn your attention to the current state of affairs. Apart from the on - going development
of the second campus at Bhasa, (South 24 Parganas), the college is also ready with its brand new state-
of-the-art Centenary Building on nearby Kalighat Road. Inaugurated by the President of India, Shri Pranab
Mukherjee, in April, 2015, this building is equipped with modern laboratories for advanced research, e-
library, and other facilities, all at the disposal of post-graduate programmes in science subjects currently
conducted by the college. It is my hope that an ‘Interdisciplinary Centenary Research Unit’ to promote
Indian culture, ethics and values in society can also be established here. This unit would organize periodical
lectures, publish learned articles, and arrange short-term workshops.
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In the second campus at Bhasa, it has been proposed to set up different ‘schools’ — School of Life
Science, School of Management, School of Earth Sciences, School of Liberal Arts, and so on. There will
also be an emphasis on promoting vocational and distance education, keeping in mind the needs of the
rural and semi-urban base of the campus.

Translating all this into reality requires a huge flow of funds from the Government, corporate sector
and individuals. Unfortunately, we have failed to attract the alumni, many of whom are well-settled, both
in the country and abroad. In these days of social networking sites like Facebook, the individual departments
can reach out to their alumni and request them for their generous help.

The college, 1 feel, should have its own Publication unit, and a unit for soft skills development where
interested students may attend classes by paying a nominal course fee. This can be sustained on a rolling
basis throughout the year for a batch of 25 or so students in each schedule. One can also consider developing
an Innovation Centre Cell where at least three lectures a year (quarterly lectures) may be arranged where
teachers and students collectively working on a project may present their findings and share their
experiences. Distinguished personalities in different fields may also be invited to these lectures / presentations
so as to inspire both students and faculty. As a matter of fact, I feel that the college should strive to promote
academic excellence not merely through classroom teaching, but by involving all stakeholders, including
students, teachers, guardians, administrative authorities, to create an atmosphere conducive to healthy
academics and intellectual enrichment.

To conclude, all our efforts in this direction should be sincere and concerted. We must accept and
appreciate differences of opinion and arrive at a consensus. Last, but not the least, we must have the
courage to steer ourselves on the path of excellence despite all odds.
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In the Light of
Inclusive Education

Terminally, whether that be after ten or twelve years, adolescence, in intellectual terms, it

becomes palpably distingtive. True, that different exposures in a UG ambience become unavoidable;
yet a continuum of any sort cannot necessarily be assured. Exemplars can be cited but what may still cling
to a pupil are about areas of interest and alignment.

@ he UG level provides an arena wherein a step from the school level assumes a different character.

Rabindranth Tagore, even though belonging to an enlightened aristocratic family, did not have
the occasion to enter the premises of the then Hindoo College. He continues to be described as a drop-
out from St. Xavier’s School. A bit of exposures at Nasik in India, or even later, a short tenure in England,
provided him with more than he could have acquired through formal systems. The early moorings at
Jorasanko at the non-formal level, proved to be strong enough so as to dispense with the so-called UG
education, at that point of time. Even as per current idioms, Tagore’s formal educational status hardly
carries a stigma. An unfettered mobility, perhaps, on account of accessibility to the learning landscape,
allowed Tagore to be unstinted regarding formal academic acquisitions. It required a lot of effort and time
as well, for Tagore to have a cross-over later, but not through ritualistic pathways. It is still a problem to
be gauged how and when defining moments occurred for Tagore allowing him to move closely into the
range of what may be termed as inclusivity. Obviously, UG education assumed a redundancy for Tagore,
even a structured form of exposure vis-a-vis acquisition. The intent here is to explore, through few
exemplars, a possible conceptual format of inclusivity at the UG level.

Three exemplars: Asutosh Mookerjee, Radhanath Sikdar and Srinivasa Ramanujan

Let us now turn to an exemplar where the assiduity at the school level did not get deterred at the UG
level. The formality per se of the educational system could hardly pose an obstacle with Asutosh Mookerjee
at any level. His was a grooming that was strikingly different from what a parent/family does nowadays.
Careerism did not play hide and seek roles between elders and aspirants. Any pursuit, over and above
the curricular ones, could hardly he taken as an off-the-track endeavour. An in-depth engagement in an
arena, in particular, by Asutosh was far from being treated by his physician father, as an undoable enterprise.
Indeed, Asutosh’s fascination for Geometry kept on deepening immensely. In Pott’s Euclid, nothing went
unheeded for him. His meticulousness in seeking alternatives of proofs, theorems, corollaries, constructions,
etc., must have had a built-in effect on Asutosh so that outer peripheries of mathematics learning could
be innovatively contained by him. Asutosh must have been looking forward to an intellectual alignment
at a higher level where his researches des problematiques could find a support. His effort as a debutant
in mathematics was very much in the anvil. Asutosh did not shy away from entering Presidency College
for an exposure to UG education. Had not there been Professor Booth at Presidency College, Asutosh
might not have dared to have had mathematical forays at that stage.
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Another exemplar is Radhanath Sikdar whose mathematical prowess was detected by a Mathematics
Professor of the Hindoo College. Indeed, he went on to recommend Sikdar strongly for a post in the
Trigonometrical Survey of India, in which computations on mathematical complexity were required.
Neither Asutosh nor Radhanath were students of the run-of-the-mill brand. Something exceptional and
of course, especially in the field of Mathematics could be foreseen, in both during the initial days of their
college life. Radhanath Sikdar’s trigonometric wherewithal, often approaching towards a pedagogy,
reflected inclusivity-oriented stances. Even though Radhanath went in for a well steeped professional
activity, he could reach out remarkably to social milieus. He could hardly remain within the pro-
establishment confines, perhaps because of his being an ardent Derozian, as well.

Asutosh kept on traversing relentlessly through mathematical pathways. Professor William Booth,
doubtless, through his inspiration empowered Asutosh, to go in for the publication “On a Geometrical
Theorem” in the Cambridge journal, Messenger of Mathematics, in his UG days. Asutosh outshone others
in Mathematics, without being indifferent to other subjects at the college level. His Diary records show
Asutosh to have been an inquisitive being, engaged fervently in the mathematical domain and hence, well
within the neighbourhood of his aspiration to be a faculty to reckon with in Mathematics. The then
educational establishment hardly condescended to his demands, for staying without any perturbation to
Asutosh’s mathematical system. Sadly, therefore, a divide started creeping in him, so that a feeble dropout
from mathematical realms could start off to become a reality. Isn’t it a kind of exclusion, as per current
parlance, in academic circles? His interactive modes elsewhere, particularly in the Indian Association for
the Cultivation of Science, allowed him to move into some other alleys of mathematical sciences, without
in any way being bereft of geometry. Nevertheless, with a pronounced mathematical mindset, he kept on
planning for being inclusive elsewhere. Undeniably, his strides in inclusivity had their bedrock well
reckoned with, at the UG level. Asutosh is thus an exemplar where inclusivity kept on widening its ambit
and leaving footprints in regions visited later. That is definitely a viewpoint, distinctive from seeking a
genre of inclusivity in Asutosh, vide, Sinha [1a].

One may well turn to another exemplar who developed somewhat, extraordinarily, a deeper attachment
for a subject, over and above others. It happened miraculously with Ramanujan, the Indian mathematical
prodigy, hailing from the southern part of India. As is well-known, Ramanujan got the Subrahmanyam
award because of displaying excellence, after the completion of his school education, both in Mathematics
and English. His inner domain in learning, seemingly enigmatic, and was waiting possibly for a wider
canopy. This became all the more conspicuous when Ramanujan gradually became incredibly engaged
in Mathematics. Pre-graduation interregnum for Ramanujan on his own, obviously formal as well, could
build up in him a truly mathematical landscape. Problem-solving became all the more a continuing passion
with Ramanujan. Seeking a diversity of alternative solutions to problems was an obsession with him
because of a style, uniquely his own, as could be deciphered through his scribblings on mathematical
steps on problems. Ramanujan might have missed a mathematical watershed formally, at the college
level but that was amply compensated by a sort of “peer teaching” that he was entrusted with by his
teachers at the UG level. In particular, classes on trigonometry based on S. L. Loney’s classic book were
taken by Ramanujan, because of having edges over his own classmates. Loney and Ramsey, as is well-
known, happened to be tutors in Mathematics in the Oxbridgean setting, basically being marvellous
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textbook-writers on different mathematical themes. The passion for Mathematics persisted in him so much
that he could not but distance himself, somewhat inescapably, from other courses of studies, particularly
English. Ramanujan became thus a dropout from the formal system. But he stuck to Mathematics per se,
despite the conditionalities of the so-called formal system. That must have been a phase where a he had
to grapple with, how to carry on with his mathematical possessivity. A stumbling exclusivity could have
brought about a divide in him. Fault lines could have left him forlorn. His belief-regimes could hardly
become, permissible in respect of mathematical travails through history of Indian mathematics. The
availability of Carr’s “A Synopsis of Elementary Results in Pure and Applied Mathematics” might have
escalated his capabilities so as to be well at home with possible alternatives of solutions to problems posed
there. But Ramanujan kept on searching for possible versions of problems posited there, along with
ramifications. Sequels therefrom, must have been pervading enough so as to explore inclusivity in the
realms of Mathematics. So the UG level of studies could have become, undeniably, a focus in his career
where a coupling of aspiration and encounter could have augured well with him. A mathematical adolescence
must have well-facilitated and sharpened gestation periods in him. Ramanujan evinced through exercises
a kind of functional diversity which formed a bedrock of what may be termed as an epitome of inclusivity.
The discipline-wise adult in him could not but be the precursor to his mobility towards the inclusive
region(s) of mathematics; of course, his built-in cultural background must have aided him immensely.
Portals of the college life could bid him a good-bye for seeking mathematical habitats elsewhere.

Concluding Remarks

Looking for exemplars of inclusivity at the UG level may bring in a host of narratives involving
celebrated figures, vide, Sinha [1a], [1b], [2]. The so-called boundary between exclusion and inclusivity
may possibly recede, with a deft handling through considerations of out-of-the-way endeavours. One may
feel inclined to cite what happened to educational shifts of Narendranath Dutta (later Swami Vivekananda)
and Subhas Chandra Bose, in their UG sojourns from one college to another.

The question that remains is how to have nuances in an educational agenda, alluring enough to rope
in a wider clientele seeking alleys of innovation. That it can mirror inclusivity needs to be worked out,
vide, Sinha [3]. A curriculum development, at this level, with inclusivity, as the inner core, has to have
a permeable sustainability. Resilience, too, has to be necessarily kept in view because of unforeseen
departees and returnees; perhaps, a variegated flexibility can be a panacea.

The Campus

® Imost a century ago, Asutosh College was set up under the visionary eyes of Sir Asutosh
Mookerjee. Often referred to as the “Tiger of Bengal”, Sir Asutosh Mookerjee was a renowned
educationist, mathematician, Chief Justice and Vice Chancellor of Calcutta University. To this

day, his name shines bright as Asutosh College has grown to become one of the most prestigious colleges
in Kolkata.

Sir Asutosh Mookerjee took up the initiative of establishing a college in the Bhowanipore area of
South Calcutta. He submitted an appeal to the Indian Universities Commission in 1904. The affiliation
was approved in 1915 and on July 17, 1916, South Suburban College (with Sir Asutosh Mookerjee as
its founder President and Sri Panchanan Sinha as founder Principal) was set up at 26, Lansdowne Road
with an Intermediate level curriculum under Calcutta University (I.A/I.Sc) with 7 subjects, 20 teachers
and merely 250 students. A year later, the college shifted to Bijni House, Russa Road, (now known as
Chittaranjan National Cancer Institute) with a total of 800 students. Finally, in 1935, the college shifted
to its newly constructed building under the initiative of Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee at 9, Russa Road
(presently Hazra) with a student capacity of 1500. After the sad demise of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee on May
25, 1924, the college was renamed Asutosh College on June 15, 1924. What started out then as an
intermediate college was renamed as Asutosh College on June 15, 1924. What started out then as an
intermediate college with only a handful of students, is now one of the most prominent colleges in Kolkata
with 26 degree subjects, post-graduate courses, add-on courses as well as B. Voc courses.

The Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute, founded in 1927, appealed to the Calcutta Corporation
(the then Mayor Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose) to allot a portion of Hazra Park (now Jatin Das Park) for
the construction of the college building. The Calcutta Corporation granted 1 bigha 14 cottahs of land to
the north of Hazra Park in the form of a lease of 99 years of Re. 1/- only. In 1935, the new building was
completed by the Asutosh Memorial Committee at a cost of Rs. 2,14,469/-. A donation of Rs. 2,20,127/-

was collected from 60 donors for the construction of the building. In 1936, Asutosh College along with
a library and an auditorium was shifted to the newly-constructed building. In 2005, the main building was
extended vertically upto the 4th floor.

Asutosh College also has its own gymnasium, Syamaprasad Gymnasium, which is a first of its kind
in Kolkata. Students of Asutosh College can also avail hostel facilities. The college also has its ground
at Kolkata Maidan which is shared with Bangabasi College since 1952. In 1956, the Asutosh College Tent
was inaugurated there by Sri Ramaprasad Mookerjee. The Asutosh Memorial Hall is considered as a
landmark and a leading cultural centre of South Calcutta which has hosted eminent personalities like
Mahatma Gandhi, Sir Nilratan Sarkar and even Kabiguru Rabindranath Tagore when the dance-drama
‘Syama’ was staged in 1936.

MAIN BUILDING

The main building is presently located at 92, Syamaprasad Mookerjee Road with student capacity of
more that 6000 and about 220 teachers. The building is located in close proximity to Jatin Das Park and
Jatin Das Park Metro Station.

ANNEXE BUILDING

The annexe building was constructed during the Platinum Jubilee Year of the college in 1991. It is
located across the north face of the college at 10, Basanta Bose Road. It houses the reading section of
the Central Library, Post Graduate and newly introduced Departments. It also includes the Asutosh College
Training Centre (ACTC) where students are trained for job-screening examinations for easy entry into
the job market.

CENTENARY BUILDING

The Centenary Building of the college at 22, Kalighat Road to house the Post Graduate courses and
to mark the centenary year of Asutosh College was inaugurated by His Excellency The President of India
on 1, April 2015. The Centenary Building includes a modern seminar hall along with a conference room,
e-library, instrumentation centre and smart-classrooms to ensure a better teaching-learning process.

HUMANITIES BLOCK

The four-storied building at 16, Basanta Bose Road (previously used as Boys’ Hostel) houses all the
Humanities Departments. It was renovated in the pre-centenary year of the college.

SECOND CAMPUS, BHASHA

To meet the growing number of students not only from Kolkata but also from adjoining states and
countries, the college authorities acquired 11 acres of land for the construction of a second campus at
Bhasha (near Joka on Diamond Harbour Road, South 24 Parganas) which will serve as a centre for newly
proposed courses. The second campus have a 2.5 acres water-body to provide a serene, pollution-free,
eco-friendly and green environment to its student. It includes a state-of-the-art academic-cum-administrative
building, Central Library, high-tech laboratories, auditoria, students’ hostels and a residential complex
for the teaching and non-teaching staffs. This campus will go hand-in-hand with the heritage building at
Hazra to restore old and new traditions and welcome new streams of professional disciplines. The second
campus is surrounded by a high boundary wall of 4000 running feet and about 400 saplings. The construction
of the Office Building and Hostel Buildings for boys and girls has been completed with UGC funding.
The construction of the Academic Building is currently in the pipeline. The academic activities of the
campus shall be distributed across the proposed 15 schools of Life Sciences, Earth Sciences, Physical
Science, Social Sciences, Computer Science and Technology, Rural Sciences, Distance Education, Language
and Literature and many more for inter-disciplinary studies and research.



Curricular History

College has a progressive history and background in its most effective arena of academics and

curricula. The College was granted affiliation up to the intermediate standard in arts in the
following subjects:- English, Vernacular composition, Sanskrit, Logic, History, Mathematics and
Botany in the academic session 1916-1917. The college has marched on. In these hundred years it has
grown with ages gracefully and at the very moment it has the objective of providing quality education
to people of all strata of the society. The College is spreading its halo of education also on the underprivileged
category of the society through different developmental programmes. The progression from an intermediate
college to the Centre of UG and PG studies and research can be noticed at a glance through the
following table:

as at a mirror. As food and oxygen are essential for man’s survival, so school-level education

is essential to his all-round intellectual growth. Higher education, on the other hand, should
ideally be objective and goal-oriented. A country’s higher education policy should, therefore, be framed
keeping in mind the demands of the nation, the direction of progress of human civilization, the global
socio-economic changes, optimum utilization of natural and human resources, and the acquisition of
knowledge through an awareness of new inventions, innovations, and discoveries.

@ he basic purpose of education is to endow human beings with the ability to look upon the universe

Under the present system pertaining to the general course programmes being conducted at the
undergraduate level in our country, a significant portion of our vast human resources is being transformed
into a practically useless ‘knowledge bin’ that contributes little or nothing to the nation’s growth. What
is, therefore, required, is a revamp of the course curriculum by which college and university-level education
can be made more skill-oriented in order to meet the socio-economic demands of a rapidly-developing
country.

The basic purpose of introducing skill development programmes in the academic curriculum at the
higher education level is to initiate industry-academia partnership in curriculum designing, teaching-
learning-evaluating process, leading ultimately to suitable placement in industry.

In the context of Asutosh College, predominantly a general streams degree college, the real challenge
lies in attracting students by offering them not merely a graduate degree, but also opening up parallel
avenues of knowledge and more importantly, career options, in the form of soft skills development through
short-term professional courses. With this very objective of skill development in mind, the Asutosh College
Training Centre, or ACTC, was established in 1991, the Platinum Jubilee Year of the college. The centre
is housed in a five-storied building on Basanta Bose Road that runs along the north face of the college
Main Building. A DOEACC-approved Computer Training Centre (PPP model) has been functioning under
the aegis of the ACTC since 1992. In 1994, the Calcutta University-approved B.Sc.Vocational course
(3years) in Industrial Fish and Fisheries, under the department of Zoology, was initiated.In 1996, keeping
in view the demand generated by the proliferation of information technology, the B.Sc. general course
(CU) in Computer Science was introduced, and the same was upgraded to the Honours level in 2001.
Keeping pace with the current need for management personnel in industry, the BBA (Hons.) course was
introduced in 2002.

Since the closing decade of the preceding century, there has been a boom in the field of different media
of mass communication, especially, the electronic, along with an increased demand for good English
language communication skills. To cater to this dual need of the market the Honours course in Journalism
and Mass Communication and the Major course in Communicative English (both under Calcutta University)
were introduced in 2003.
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A host of other career-oriented courses, mostly short-term, have also been initiated by the college since
2010, like the Diploma course in Safety Engineering and Management, Diploma and Certificate courses
in Export-Import Management (PPP model).

In 2013, we took the initiative in introducing the UGC-approved Add-on courses in three much-in-
demand areas — Travel and Tourism, Industrial Chemistry, and Hospital Waste Disposal Management.
In this connection, we would like to add that the UGC-approved B.Voc courses(3years) in Software
Development and Industrial Aquaculture and Fisheries, and the Community College scheme offering
Diploma and Advanced Diploma courses in Software Development and Mobile Communication, have
been successfully launched in the college recently (2014), at the second campus in Bhasa.

It is our belief that the introduction of these courses will provide a wider scope to students with regard
to career options, since in a developing country like ours we do not have the luxury of indulging in
academics in isolation from socio-economic and employment concerns.

The new affiliation was to the 20 Bengal Battalion, headquartered in a colonial-era building at
8 Southern Avenue, not far south of the college. The break with the earlier N.C.C.unit — affiliated
in succession to the 17 Battalion and the 39 Battalion- was complete.
About 35 students formed our pioneer batch, with cadets almost evenly distributed across
departments. Boys initially outnumbered girls 7:1. Today the ratio is far better, at approximately 2:1.

@ he N.C.C. sub-unit of Asutosh College was revived in 2011 after a break of nearly 20 years.

Since the main college building lacks an attached campus, weekly training and parades are
conducted on army grounds, either at Fort William or at the N.C.C. Clubhouse on the maidan.

Our junior cadets, batch of 2013 onwards, have benefited from mentoring by the senior cadets.
Prior to their certificate examinations, the seniors conduct regular classes in college to familiarize them
with the theoretical aspects of the papers. In 2013 and 2014, remedial classes were organized to improve
their soft skills, and specially to address their weakness in English.

The true calibre of our cadets is revealed in the camps. All N.C.C. cadets need to compulsorily
attend at least one camp a year. Many of our cadets have been selected for challenging camps for which
places are allotted by the HQ through a gruelling system of elimination.

Particularly noteworthy is SUO * Krittika Roy Chowdhury’s participation in the Republic Day
Parade at New Delhi in 2012 ; there is intense nationwide competition for this slot, and shortlisted cadets
make their way pyramidally through a series of elimination camps. JUO Kamalika Sarkar made it to the
last-but-one camp.

The National Service Scheme (NSS) in Asutosh College had been initiated long before, as early as
in 1954. This NSS Unit of Asutosh College participated in the Youth Leadership Training Camp organised
by Calcutta University, in October, 1954, at Kamarpukur under the leadership of Swami Lokeswarananda
of the Ramakrishna Mission. The report of the Camp at Bawali, 24 Parganas District, conducted by the
NSS-Unit, Asutosh College, was highly appreciated and an account published in the Kurukshetra, the
official organ of the Community Development Project Administration, Govt. of India. This report was
later published in full in the UNESCO publication- Work Camp and Fundamental Education. Most
importantly, the NSS Programme Coordinator was invited by the UNESCO to join the four-week training
camp in South-East Asia held in September-October, 1956, at Kengeri, near Bangalore. The Asutosh
College NSS Unit was also invited by the UNESCO to participate in the UNESCO-associated ‘Youth
Enterprise on Fundamental Education Work-Camp’ and take up one of the five Pilot Projects in South
East Asia.The NSS Unit and its volunteers were seriously active for several years and have contributed
substantially in the field of social welfare related projects.

The activities of the NSS Unit of Asutosh College were again undertaken seriously from 2008-2009.
In 2008 a special camp was organised at Bhasa, South 24-Parganas, on “Environmental Awareness”. The
NSS Officer, Dr Ashis Kumar Das, took part in the training course at TORC, Narendrapur. Throughout
the year the NSS Unit and its volunteers organise several programmes like Blood Donation Camp, “Anti-
smoking” and “Anti-Drug” Campaigns, “Women Health Care” and “Child Health Care”, camps and
seminars on various socio-economic problems. It also participates in and observes important days like
National Youth Day, Ambedkar Utsav and the NSS Day.

The youth constitute the most vibrant and constructive force of a nation and play a very important role
in its continued economic development and demographic evolution. The NSS Unit of Asutosh College
has seriously undertaken the work of orienting the student youth power towards community service as
far as possible. The educated youth who are expected to take the reins of administration in future are often
found to be unaware of the problems of the village and slum communities and in certain cases are also
indifferent towards their needs and problems. Therefore, it is necessary to arouse the social awareness
of the students, and to provide them an opportunity to work with the people in the underpriviliged areas
and expose them to the realities of life while bringing about a change in their social perception. With this
idea the NSS Unit with its volunteers has been working for the last five years and will continue to do so
in the years to come.

about by co-curricular activities along with regular studies within a well programmed curriculum.
Asutosh College has since its inception endeavoured to provide a befitting educational programme
to its students, irrespective of any kind of barrier.

The College has a Students’ Common room where students can emerge in co-curricular activities at
their will. Besides, there are a gymnasium, the Bratachari Samity, a Rowing Club and a playground with
a tent near the Kolkata Maidan in order to make provisions for extensive physical exercises as part of
the students’ health and fitness programme. In this context, it must be mentioned that Asutosh College
has had a long tradition of achievements in sports. The extra ordinary performances of the students in
football, basketball, hockey, rowing, cricket, volleyball, table-tennis, lawn-tennis and athletics, deserve
special mention. The college has produced some outstanding sportsmen, who in later years left the imprints
of their achievement in the National arena too. These sportsmen include Manish Sarkar, Chuni Goswami,
Sukumar Samajpati, S. Nayeemuddin, Manas Bhattacharya, Krishanu Dey, Sunil Chetri in football; P.
Sen (Khokon Sen), Sunil Dasgupta, Anil Bhattacharya, Bireswar Ghosh, Gopal Chakraborty, Sahadev
Banerjee, Siddhartha Roy, Kamal Bhattacharjee, Salil Banerjee, Asoke Moitra and S. Mitter in cricket.
The other University Blues produced by Asutosh College and noted for their proficiency in games are
Prodyut Mitra, Priyabrata Paul in hockey; Gautam Devar in tennis; Debu Chatterjee, S. Roychowdhury
in basketball; Sovandeb Chattopadhyay in boxing; Riten Chowdhury in volleyball; Arunangsu Chatterjee,
Ramaprasad Chatterjee, Supriya Banerjee, Dindayal Haralalka in rowing. The names of Soroshi Ganguly,
Parimal Roy, Hem Mukherjee deserve mention for their achievements in weight-lifting and body building.

The College can boast also of the achievements of its students in inter-college and even in inter-state
tournaments held every year. The students also have records of participation in the Asian Games. The
annual sporting events include the Annual Sports Meet organized by the Students’ Union. In addition to
the indoor games competition held annually, a friendly cricket match between teachers and non-teaching
staff of the college is held annually. The Teachers-in-Charge for Sports Administration, Dr. M. Banerjee
and Dr. S Dasgupta with the support staff, Sri Pratap Das, have been efficiently organizing and managing
the sports events for the last few years. In the year 2014 the college had organized Inter-College State
Sports and Games Championship of the South Kolkata District.

The college has several Welfare Bodies to cater to the needs of students, teachers and other members
of the staff. There had been a Poor students’ Fund and a Poor Students’ Library to provide assistance to
needy students of the college. Recently the college has set up an SC/ST Cell for the welfare of the
Backward Students, with the assistance of the UGC. Such welfare cells organize remedial coaching classes
for the SC/ST/OBC students of the college. Besides, the Teachers Council, Professors’ Tea Club,
Co-operative Society and the College Union function to look after the interests and cater to the requirements
of the students, teachers and the other staff of the college. There are other bodies setup by the college in
order to maintain a congenial and healthy ambience. Such bodies include the Anti-ragging Cell, Disciplinary
Committee, Grievance Redressal Cell, including Committee against Sexual Harassment. Recent additions
to the list are a Psychotherapy Unit and an Eco-club to maintain a balanced mental and physical environment.
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Asutosh College boasts of its students and their achievements just as the students of the college may
boast of the several Students Support Services offered by the College. The College Central Library has
a stock of more than 90,000 volumes and also provides reading room facilities. The Central Library has
been renovated recently and provides today more facilities to its students than ever before. An additional
reading room in the ACTC can accommodate nearly a hundred readers at a time. The Library run by
trained staff also provides Internet facilities like Web OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue). In addition,
there are Departmental Libraries for the benefit of the students pursuing Honours Courses.

The laboratory-based Science Departments have large, well equipped laboratories. Computer facilities
including internet facilities are available for more comprehensive study and analyses. The departments
and offices are connected through computer networking in order to provide quick communication.

The Students’ Common Room provides ample space where indoor games are often organized.
Newspapers and magazines displayed here provide opportunities for the students to brush up their current
information. Facilities of Students’ Health Home are available in order to ensure health and physical safety
of the students of the college. Asutosh College follows the Calcutta University Statute, like any other
college, to form a democratically elected Students’ Union. The constructive relationship between the
union and the administration fosters a healthy atmosphere conducive to serious studies and research. The
Students’ Union functions to ensure discipline in the college. Critical inputs are carefully heeded by the
students’ union and it co-operates with the administrative body of the college to provide all-round
development of the students. Hostel facilities for students are provided by the college. Seats in the hostel
are allotted in the strict merit-cum-distance basis, though admittedly the available seats are insufficient
to meet the needs of all intending boarders. The Girls’ and Boys’ Hostels have been constructed in the
Asutosh College Second Campus with funds from the UGC.

The Placement Cell of Asutosh College is one of the most important agencies to cater to the students’
needs on completion of their courses. The Cell is administered by Prof. Rupa Bhattacharya, Department
of B.B.A, Dr. Abhik Kundu, Department of Geology and Dr. (Prof.) Dhiman Dutta, Department of Statistics
provides employment opportunities to every competent student on completion of her/his academic
curriculum. The Placement Cell has significantly progressed in its function since reputed Indian and
Multinational Companies often visit the College campus and select a large number of students for
requirement. The companies include Cognizant, TCS, Tech Mahindra, IBM, Daksh, Accenture, Wipro,
Genpact, Ranbaxy, GSK, ACC, Pantaloon (Retail), and many others. The college provides every possible
facility to the students so that they may march forward in their careers with the least difficulty. The college
reserves seats for the admission of the SC, ST, OBC and the Physically Challenged Candidates, following
the Government regulations. The college also arranges for concession in the tuition fees to meritorious
students hailing from economically backward families. Besides the UGC sponsored remedial coaching
for SC, ST, OBC and other minority students from every department, the college has arrangements for
free coaching of the marginalised students for WBCS, SSC, NET and SET examinations. UGC approved
Add-on courses in Travel and Tourism, Industrial Chemistry, Hospital Waste Management, etc. are now
available free of cost to all students pursuing undergraduate studies in the college. To facilitate the students
in their studies and regular activities in the college, there are a photocopy centre, book store and a cheap
canteen within the college premises, all of which function at subsidized rates.
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The Asutosh College Training Centre was developed in the Platinum Jubilee year of the College (1991)
to equip the students for job-screening examinations like WBCS, SSC, NET, SET, etc. The training centre
also arranges Certificate Course in Export and Import as well as a Diploma Course in Safety Engineering.
Classes for Soft Skills Development, and Computer Courses are also conducted. Career Counselling is
made available to the students.

In order to integrate academics with social responsibility the college has two units — the National
Social Service (NSS) and the National Cadet Corps (NCC). The history of the NCC is fairly long. The
NCC unit originated under the aegis of the now defunct University Training Corps (U.T.C) set up under
the Indian Defence Act of 1917. The college had even at one time provided two efficient Platoons to the
U.T.C. The college was also designated a Centre of Parade as the officers and cadets from the college
distinguished themselves by their general efficiency and excellence in rifle and revolver practice in camps.
The name of Late Professor Lt. Ajit Kumar Ghosh, one of the pioneers of military education in Bengal,
deserves special mention here. Without his wholehearted focus on military training of the students, the
college would not have earned such laurels. The NCC (set up in accordance with the National Cadet Corps
Act) replaced, on the 15th of July, 1948, the U.T.C. with its primary military focus. Subsequently, the
Asutosh College unit, set up in the early fifties was affiliated to the 17 Bengal Battalion (with its
headquarters at Southern Avenue) and the 39 Bengal Battalion (with headquarters at Jodhpur Park). The
college had a full company of 156 cadets placed under the charge of a number of commissioned officer-
members of the teaching staff.

The defunct unit revived in 2011, is now affiliated to the 20 Bengal Battalion, headquartered
at 8, Southern Avenue. Both boy and girl cadets (SD and SW respectively) were enrolled this time. Of
the Cadets, Hansa Naata and Basudeb Pramanik became the first in the revived unit to be selected for a
NIC (National Integration Camp, Jaisalmer, Oct.-Nov. 2012).

The cadets of the Asutosh College Unit not only undergo weekly training and parades guided by the
officers of the 20 Bengal Battalion, but also participate regularly in several college events. The cadets
also observe NCC Foundation Day, Army Day, eco-initiatives (to name a few). In camps and outside,
their motto is ‘All for One and One for All’ in harmony with the NCC motto, ‘Ekta aur Anushashan —
Unity and Discipline.’

Asutosh College has a long history of social service in different forms. Swami Lokeshwarananda
Maharaj of the Ramakrishna Mission was associated with the social activity of the college in 1954 and
the UNESCO in 1956 extolled the college for its social service. Since 1933 the college also had an
Ambulance division of its own. Asutosh College has started a new programme in social service under
the National Service Scheme. Swami Lokeshwarananda gave leadership to the Asutosh College NSS Unit
as it participated in the Youth Leadership Training Camp, organized by Calcutta University in October,
1954. The NSS Unit of the college earned laurels for their camp at Bawali, 24 Parganas, and the report
was published in the “Kurukhestra”, the official organ of the Community Development Project Administration,
Government of India. It even got published in full in the UNESCO publication — Work Camp and
Fundamental Education. The NSS Unit was invited by the UNESCO Associated Youth Enterprise on
Fundamental Education Work Camp and took up one of the top five Pilot Projects in South East Asia.
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The NSS Unit of the College after a lapse of its activities for a few years, started to function effectively
since 2008. Dr. Ashis Kumar Das, a Professor in the Department of Geology of the college took charge
of the NSS Unit, after receiving a formal training at TORC, Narendrapur. The unit has organized several
programmes under NSS, of Blood Donation Camp, ‘Anti-Smoking’ and ‘Anti-Drug’ campaigning, Women
and Child Health Care, gender and spirituality etc. It regularly organizes awareness programmes on HIV,
AIDS, Breast Cancer, Adolescent Health issues etc. The National Youth Day, Ambedkar Utsav, NSS Day,
etc. are observed by the NSS Officers and volunteers with great enthusiasm. George Biswas, a Second
Year Honours Student of Geology has been awarded the best NSS Volunteer (Male) for the year 2012-
2013. The NSS unit of the college has taken up a special programme to help the students of the slum area
of Dhakuria station for their education and mental growth. To adopt a village of Bhasa, South 24 Parganas
with the aim to work on the socio-economic and educational problems of the villagers and to bring about
a holistic change in their thought and behavior patterns constitute an important agenda of the NSS unit
of Asutosh College.

Asutosh College has an Auditorium of its own with a well equipped Seminar Hall located in the
Centenary building of the college. Lectures and academic symposia of the college are held regularly. The
Acharya P. C. Ray Memorial Lecture Hall and the Acharya J. C. Bose Memorial Lecture Hall have been
developed in the Chemistry and Physics Departments respectively, for the purpose. Interactive academic
sessions with distinguished personnel, faculty and students are carried out through seminars, symposia
and workshops. The departments under the sponsorship of the UGC and other academic bodies, organize
such academic discussion sessions at regular intervals. Besides, to improve the academic-cultural atmosphere
of the college, the Students’ Union organizes various cultural programmes and competitions in the form
of debate, drama, music, elocution, drawing, short story — writing, etc. The publication of the Annual
College Magazine, College Social and Freshers’ Welcome constitute a part of the cultural activities of
the students of Asutosh College.

a sutosh College, a premier learning institution of Kolkata was established on July 17, 1916 by
5\ the visionary Sir Asutosh Mookerjee with the objective of imparting knowledge to the students
of Kolkata and its neighbourhood.

In the hundred years of its existence, the institution has been the abode to thousands of students whose
lives have been touched and moulded by this august institution. This college has nurtured in its fold great
poets, litterateurs, musicians, sportsmen, politicians, lawyers and academicians who have curved a place
for themselves in this society. It is these students, the alumni who have made us proud. But there are
thousands of other students nor as illustrious as their forebears but who have definitely played a significant
role in the shaping of our society.

The information on the alumni has been gleaned mainly from the Asutosh College Magazine which
is a mine of information on the activities of the students almost since its inception. Many of these magazines
are lost to us but whatever we have been able to muster enlightens us on the diverse and variegated
activities of the student community.

Many of the prominent poets and literary giants initiated their writing career in the College Magazine.
Achintya Kumar Sengupta, Premendra Mitra, Bimal Mitra, Dinesh Das, Samarendra Sengupta contributed
to the College Magazine. There is mention of a Professor of History, Amal Chandra Roychowdhury who
was highly interested in the literary ventures of the budding author Bimal Mitra. He does not forget to
mention that on different occasions he had advised Achintya Kumar, Premendra Mitra and Manoj Basu
on their writing skills. There is mention of a short story competition organized by the College where
author Bhagirath Misra received the second prize in 1965. There was a Rabindra Patha Chakra where
presumably discussions on Rabindranath Tagore were conducted.

Asutosh College students excelled in sports. It is one of the colleges in West Bengal which has a tent
and a field in the Maidan next to Akashvani Bhawan. The Annual Sports of the college is held on this
field till date. A number of students such as Rabin Mukhopadhyay, Kalyan Ghosh, Debu Mitra and Aloke
Majumder were included in the Bengal Cricket Team. Football was the forte of Asutosh College students.
Inder Bakshi was the team-leader of the Asutosh College football team. He was also the captain of the
Calcutta University football team, other renowned football players were Sukumar Samajpati and others.
In hockey, the team captain was Barin Roy Chowdhury. Other games in which the College students
participated and excelled were swimming and boat racing.

As far as cultural activities were concerned Asutosh College students always enthusiastically participated
and organized several programmes. Centre stage was of course, the Freshers’ Welcome, Foundation Day
Programme and Rabindra Jayanti. Anupam Ghatak as a budding musician practised Raga Bhimpalasri
on the lawn of Hazra Park, now known as Jatin Das Park. The lone audience was a first year student, later
the renowned author, Bimal Mitra. The late Rabindra Sangeet exponent Chinmoy Chatterjee, Subir Sen,
Anup Ghoshal, Anjan Dutt, Neel Dutt, Rupam Islam all figure in the alumini list. Of the film personalities,
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we have to mention Ranjit Mullick, Rabi Ghosh and a list of others. The renowned magician P. C. Sercor
(Junior) is also an alumnus.

This college became the platform for political training via the students’ union. Such students as
Sri Partha Chatterjee, Sri Sobhandeb Chattopadhyay, Nirbed Roy prepared themselves for the future
through various activities within the College. Debates were a regular affair where they could hone their
oratorical skills.

Asutosh College had a functioning St. Johns Ambulance Division. The purpose was to train students
in first aid. On the occasion of the Rathajatra festival in Puri, they rendered all possible assistance to the
pilgrims. The students of History were taken on a historical tour by the teachers of the College.

The students of this college have always actively participated in social and philanthropic activities.
In 1932, the students of the College organized a musical programme to raise funds for the welfare of the
oppressed villagers of Chittagaong. Srimati Sarala Devi Choudhurani participated in this programme and
it turned out to be thoroughly successful. In the same year the students arranged ‘relief” for flood victims
of North Bengal. In 1943 the inspiring leadership of Mrs. Sarojini Naidu influenced the students into
organizing a free kitchen where as many as 200 persons were fed every day. The expenses were borne
by the students. They collected one anna each week for this purpose. These students never forgot the
ideals of the great founder Sir Asutosh.

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An Appeal

FOREWORD

This brochure is a plea for Justice.

On the 14th December, 1973, the Governing Bodies of the Asutosh, Jogamaya Devi and Symaprasad
Colleges which had all along been recognized and approved by the Calcutta University, the University
Grants Commission and the Government were suspended by order of the Syndicate of the Calcutta
University. Being aggrieved by this order, I, as Secretary of the superseded Governing Bodies as well
as Secretary of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Insitute, moved the Hon’ble High Court at Calcutta
against the order of supersession and obtained Rules Nos 4225-27 (W) of 1973. The said Civil Rules were
made absolute by Hon’ble Mr. Justice S. K. Dutta sitting with Hon’ble Mr. Justice B. C. Roy allowed
the appeal and set aside the judgement of Mr. Justice A. K. Mookerjee in so far as it related to the question
of natural justice, dismissed the cross-objections, but gave the petitioner and the members of the superseded
Governing Bodies liberty to submit the necessary documents as thought in support of the valid composition
of the Governing Bodies, in which case the Syndicate was directed to consider the same in accordance
with law and pass appropriate orders accordingly.

The question of the validity of the Governing Bodies has now come back to the Syndicate to be decided
according to law. The Syndicate has appointed a Sub-committee to consider the documents produced
before it by the petitioner. The petitioner was on his own request, called to be present at one of the meetings
of the Sub Committee held on 31.7.1975. the petitioner also expressed his readiness to comply with the
directive of the Sub-committee to furnish such further documents in original or certified copies thereof
of which a list had been handed over to the petitioner on the 31st July, 1975. He also offered to be
personally present when the documents would be considered by the members of the Sub-Committee so
as to be available for explanation or elucidation, and to take back the documents when done with. Some
of these documents are very old, the pages have become loose and brittle and that was another reason
why he offered to be personally present while members took their time to go through the papers. The offer
still stands.

The petitioner has not since then heard from the Registrar about his offer. The documents are ready;
so am I, the Petitioner. Yet if the Sub-Committee failed to scrutinise these documents and apply their
minds in an impartial and judicial manner according to law there is likely to be a failure of justice.
Apprehending this I have prepared a short resume of our case for the information of members of the
Syndicate before they come to a final decision. This, of course, is not to be treated as a complete or
exhaustive statement of the case submitted to the University. There is no other motive but to help the
Syndicate come to a correct decision after considering all the relevant facts bearing in mind that the only
issue before it, is, whether the Governing Bodies which were superseded in December, *73, had been
validly composed or not.

Another statement has been prepared in which the petitioner has sought to refute certain motivated
allegations and calumnies against the authorities of the Asutosh college made by the WBCUTA, printed
and widely circulated. Although these baseless allegations are not any part of the issue now before the
Syndicate, yet as these may create an atmosphere prejudicial to the petitioner before the Syndicate, he
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craves the indulgence of the Syndicate members for forwarding with this brochure his rejoinder to the
baseless charges made in the pamphlet so as to give a correct picture of the situation in the light of
incontrovertible facts. The petitioner was particularly perturbed that Sri Dilip Chakraborty, a member of
the Syndicate Sub Committee (which is a quasi judicial body) and holds the responsible office of the
President of the WBCUTA, should think it proper to sponsor such a perverse and motivated publication
at this juncture. Personally the petitioner would consider it as contempt of the Syndicate which is to
consider and decide the whole issue in an impartial and judicial manner.

As he has stated at the outset, this brochure is a plea for justice.

This is in continuation of my letter of the 30th July, 1976, (Pide Enclo : C) in reply to yours of the
above date. I had requested in that letter for an early reply, having regard to the delay that has already
occurred. [ am still awaiting a reply.

The fact remains that I was only part-heard. Mainly with regard to the earlier history of the Asutosh
College, when more than a year ago, I had been privileged to meet the members of the Syndicate Sub-
Committee (31.7.75). Since then I had been requesting you to allow me another audience so that I could
have a fuller opportunity to meet any doubt or difficulty that might have arisen or may arise in the minds
of the members of the Sub-Committee and also to assist them in establishing the specific point now before
the Sub-Committee.

From your letter of the 10th July and the fact that I have not been called, it appears to me that the Sub-
Committee has probably already submitted its report, so I was given the liberty to submit any original
document or information which is relevant in connection with the case under reference for “perusal”(?)
of the Syndicate.

However, I had indicated in my letter of the 30th July last that [ was preparing a Note for submission
to the Syndicate pending your reply to my letter.

I have already discussed the case (including the history) of our Governing Bodies in my earlier
submissions in regard to all possible aspects of the question. However, I have now been given an opportunity
of making another submission — though I am under a handicap, not knowing what exactly is wanted of
me — direct to the Syndicate for perusal and consideration; and I accept it.

My submission is enclosed herewith with some annexures and references to certain attested documents.
The originals of these (or of other relevant documents that might be required) will be personally produced
by me (as far as available) if I am allowed to appear before the Syndicate. This will also enable me to
explain my position in case there is any doubt or difficulty.

May I emphasise once again that the only issue to be decided by the Syndicate is whether the Governing
Bodies of the concerned colleges as they stood at the time of supersession (December 14, 1973) were
legally valid or not.

My present submission is also exclusively concerned with this question without prejudice to our other
submissions already made earlier.

A note on the legal validity of the governing bodies (new superseded) of The Asutosh, Jogamaya Devi
and Syamaprasad Colleges

1. This Note may please be read along with the copies of the documents and other papers annexed
hereto. It is submitted in response to the Registrar’s letter No. R(P)/379 dated the 10th July, 1976. The
originals of the documents and papers annexed hereto will be produced as far as available if called upon
to do so. This we had all along agreed to do, the only stipulation being that I should personally present
these documents.

2. The only question before the Syndicate is that of the validity of the Governing Bodies (now
superseded) of the three Colleges of the Asutosh Group as composed on the date of supersession, that
is, the 14th December, 1973. All other questions are irrelevant in the instant case.

3. We first take up the case of the Asutosh College Governing Body which is a Registered Society. It
was registered on March 30, 1927. An attested copy of the original Memorandum of Association and the
Rules of the Society are to be found in Annexure D. enclosed herewith.

4. The University of Calcutta has admitted through its Inspector of Colleges that the Governing Body
of the Asutosh College as a registered Society has not been superseded. (Affidavit by Sri A. C. Banerji,
Inspector of Colleges, now retired).

ASUTOSH COLLEGE

5. The legal validity of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College issues from the constitution adopted
by the Governing Body on the 28th July, 1946, when the Asutosh College was a single College consisting,
however, of three distinct Departments, Morning for Women, Day for Men (Arts and Science) and Evening
for Commerce, (Vide item 17) of the proceedings of the Governing Body dated 28.7.46 which appears
as Annexure G(a) of this Note. This Contribution was duly passed, confirmed and filed with the Registrar
of Societies. (Resolution No. 17, noted in Folio 215, Serial No. 14, Vol. VI of the File of the Registrar
of Societies, West Bengal.) There can thus be no question about the legal validity of this Constitution. It
is our case that the Governing Body of the Asutosh College as on the date of supersession was based on
this Constitution (of 1946).

6. Let us now give a short resume of the reasons in support of our contention. It would be useful for
this purpose. If we make a comparison of the composition of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College
as laid down in 1946 (to be hence forth designated as the Constitution of 1946) and that of the Governing
Body as it stood on 14.12.1973.

The variations between these two may now be briefly noted to show that these are apparent, not material
variations. The astericks indicate the variation:

7. Our point is that these little variations in 1973 from the 1946 constitution are wholly consequential
to the separation of the three Colleges, and such changes having been accepted and acted upon all through
since 1958 must be considered to be a part of the constitution beyond dispute. The same observation
applies to the co-option of members.

* The 2 Vice-Principals as in 1946 are reduced to one in 1973 as the Second Vice Principal had become
redundant due to the separate affiliation of the Morning and Evening units of the Asutosh College. Result
: The second post of Vice-Principal in the Asutosh College remains vacant. It was not a change.

** For the same reason as above, the seats for the lady professor and the commerce teacher were left
unfilled since there was no lady professor nor any Commerce or Evening Department in the Asutosh
College after separation.

*#% On the 21st September, 1958, the Governing Body of the 3 Colleges resolved unanimously that
the Secretary should be appointed by the Governing Body, and not elected by it, as in 1946. [ t was a
minor procedural change due to the separation of the 3 Colleges. (Annex. G-b)
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8. On the basis of these facts, we, on behalf of the superseded Governing Body, are entitled to hold
that the composition of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College as on 14.12.73 was unquestionably
a legally valid one.

9. I may in this connection draw the attention of the Syndicate to the fact that during 1956-1958 the
University of Calcutta issued a number of circulars extended the terms of the then existing Governing
Bodies, the one issued on the 20th December, 1957, permitted reconstitution of the Governing Bodies
of the Affiliated Colleges except those under the management of Ad-Hoc Governing Bodies, “according
to the rules of the constitution of the Governing Bodies now in force in the respective Colleges till new
rules are framed by the University”. These new rules, now called “Statues” were framed in 1966 and put
into force in April 1, 1968. Under this Rules or Statutes, the Syndicate at its meeting held on the 29th
June, 1970 (Item 16) on the joint recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor and the pro-Vice-Chancellor
(Academic) brought some 27 affiliated Colleges under the purview of Statute 100(1), the list including
the Asutosh, Jogamaya Devi and Syamaprasad Colleges. We were informed of this fact by a letter from
the University dated 26.8.1970.

The Circulars referred to above are :

(i) Circular letter No. C/43/G.B. dated the 17th May, 1956.

(i1) Circular letter No. C/53/G.B. dated the 17th May, 1957.

(iii) Circular letter No. C/57/G.B. dated the 20th December, 1958.

Under Statute 100(1) the Governing Bodies of those affiliated Colleges which were being run by
Registered Societies were allowed the benefit of their special constitutions which, the Statute provided,
“shall continue as such”.

From the records of the University also it will appear that the constitution of each of these three
Colleges had been intimated to the University and that on the recommendation of the University and that
on the recommendation of the University, the U.G.C. and the State Government had also recognized these
Governing Bodies.

10. Whatever the law is to us the law is quite clear — it is a strange plea put up by the University after
some six years that the special constitution was granted “in good faith”, that is without any enquiry, where
a strict observance of legal formalities is required, particularly as there is a College Committee as well
as the Office of the Inspector of Colleges to help in such matters.

JOGAMAYA DEVI AND SYAMAPRASAD COLLEGES

11. Unlike the Asutosh College, the Jogamaya Devi College and the Syamaprasad College are not
registered societies themselves but were funded by the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute which is
a registered Society, in exercise of its power under clause 3(a) of its Memorandum of Association (vide
Annexure H) which had been duly passed by Asutosh Mookerjee Memoral Institute and had been also
duly filed with the Registrar of Societies.
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12. These two Colleges at their initial stage were originally the Morning and Evening Departments
of the Asutosh College and under the same Governing Body as the Asutosh College and had unquestionably
accepted it and grown accustomed to it.

13. When they were separated as independent units in 1958-59 and they had to have a separate
Governing Body each under the direction of the University of Calcutta to which they were affiliated, the
University Grants Commission and the Government of West Bengal. These Governing Bodies were
constituted after the pattern of the Asutosh College, which were approved by the University and recognized
by the U.G.C. as well as the State Government. The Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute exercised
powers of general supervision and control over the Governing Bodies concerned. Clause 3(a) of the
Memorandum of Association of the Memorial Institute gave the Institute the power of “maintaining and
managing the affairs of any other institute as may be developed by the Institute”. (Annuexure H)

14. We have also to taken cognizance of certain significant facts. Like the Asutosh College, the
Jogamaya Devi and the Syamaprasad Colleges are also housed in the same premises at 92, Syamprasad
Mookerjee Road, free of rent. This building is owned by the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute and
is built on a plot of land leased by the Corporation of Calcutta to the Memorial Institute with the stipulation
that the Asutosh College should be accommodated in the building free of rent. No such stipulation extends
to the other two Colleges, yet they are placed by the Asutosh Memorial Institute under the same roof as
the Asutosh College, all of them being regarded as parts of the same “parent body”. This expression was
also used by the high power University Inspecting Team which recommended the affiliation of these two
Colleges. Further, the Memorial Institute has also accommodated the Text Book Library of the Jogamaya
Devi College at 77, Asutosh Mookerjee Road, the ancestral house of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee, which is
also owned by the Memorial Institution. It is also significant that the 3 Colleges of the Asutosh Group
at the time of the affiliation of the Morning and Evening Units of the Asutosh College were known as
Asutosh College, Asutosh College for Women and Asutosh College of Commerce. The Asutosh Mookerjee
Memorial is now the parent body of all these institutions. Only recently these institutions have
jointly celebrated their Diamond Jubilee. The University has itself placed these 3 Colleges under one
Ad Hoc Body.

15. There is thus enough legal support as well as the acceptance of long practice and the weight of
circumstantial evidence for the view that the Governing Bodies of the Jogamaya Devi and Syamaprasad
Colleges as they stood in 1973 were validly constituted by the Memorial Institute, a registered Society.

16. It was therefore no mere rhetoric that he Secretary of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute
reported at its meeting held on the 21st September, 1958 that the Asutosh College for Women and the
Asutosh College of Commerce had been granted separate affiliation,” ..... thus bringing into existence
three Colleges under the control of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute”. This relationship had all
along been recognized by the academic community as well as by the public at large. (Annexture G-b)

17. That the Memorial Institute also enjoys constituent powers over the three Colleges is further shown
by the fact that on the 27th September, 1959, when the question of the revision of the constitution came
up before the Governing Bodies of the three Colleges of the Asutosh Group, they all resolved, in identical
terms, that the Constitution Sub-Committee which had already been set up by the Asutosh Mookerjee
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Memorial Institute “be authorized to deal with the matter”. (Annexure G-¢) The matter was not proceeded
with, presumably in view of the University Circulars mentioned in paragraph 9 above, but that is another
matter. (Annexure G-¢).

18. Thus, from whatever angle we look at the question of the validity of the Governing Bodies of the
three Colleges concerned, the conclusion is inescapable that the constitution of these Colleges is perfectly
valid and that having to face the present enquiry they have been made victims of a combination of unholy
forces.

19. Finally, and with great regret, | have to record my protest against the way in which an influential
member of the Syndicate Sub-Committee while still adjudicating the case of the Asutosh College has
been allowed to prejudice the minds of the Syndicate, not to speak of the Sub-Committee, by sponsoring
the publication of a scurrilous pamphlet containing wild charges against the Governing Body of the
Asutosh College. A responsible man like him should have known better. I am deeply hurt because he has
done incalculable harm to his own role as a Judge.

I may add that the Calcutta University itself had never complained against the administration of the
Asutosh College on any ground whatever.

The Case For The Asutosh College At A Glance

1. ASUTOSH COLLEGE is a Registered Society under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act
(Act XXI of 1860). It was registered on March 30, 1927.

2. In terms of its Memorandum of Association, the Governing Body of the Asutosh College is the
Registered Society. As such the Governing Body of the Society has the power to make and change the
Rules of the Society for the constitution of the Governing Body.

3. Under Act XXI of 1860 which was an Act passed by the Governor-General-in-Council, filing of
any new Rules or amended Rule (which included Rules for the re-constitution of the Governing Body)
with the Registrar of Societies was not mandatory. (vide Sec 12 of the Act).

4. The Constitution of the Governing Body of the College was revised by the Governing Body at its
meeting held on the 28th July, 1946. It was duly filed with the Registrar of Societies. It was, in accordance
with the law then in force, a perfectly valid constitution, passed and confirmed by the Governing Body
of the College.

5. From the session 1958-59, the Morning and Evening units of the Asutosh College were separated
from the main College and constituted in to independent Colleges with separate Governing Bodies under
the direction of the University of Calcutta, the University Grants Commission and the State Government.

6. The constitution of these Governing Bodies conforms to the revised Constitution of 1946 as mentioned
in paragraph 4 above. The composition of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College as it was on the
date of its supersession conformed to the Constitution adopted by the Governing Body of the College in
1946. Accordingly we hold that the validity of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College as composed
on the date of supersession is beyond question.
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7. The Jogamaya Devi College and the Syamaprasad College were developed by the Asutosh Mookerjee
Memorial Institute in exercise of the power conferred on it by clause 3(a) of its Memorandum of Association.
The Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute is a Registered Society. The Governing Bodies of the two
separated Colleges were also formed on the same lines as the Asutosh College.

8. By a Circular letter dated the 20th December, 1957, the then Registrar of the University of Calcutta
had advised the Governing Bodies of the Colleges that their Governing Bodies “may be reconstituted
according to the rules of constitution of Governing Body now in force in their respective Colleges, till
new rules were framed by the University”. These rules were framed under the new University Act of 1966
(which came into force in 1968). In 1970, the Asutosh Group of Colleges had come under the purview
of Statute 100(1) or that Act. This was done in accordance with the recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor
and the Pro-Vice-Chancellor (Academic) bringing the three Colleges of the Asutosh Group of Colleges
along with 24 other Colleges under the purview of Statute 100(1) of the First Statutes under the Calcutta
University Act of 1966. The Colleges were informed that their Governing Bodies had been brought under
that Statute granting their special constitutions.

9. The specific point at issue is the validity of the Governing Bodies of the Asutosh, Jogamaya Devi
and the Syamaprasad Colleges as on 14.12.1973, the date of supervision. It may be added that there have
been no changes in the composition of these Governing Bodies since they had been separated so that the
question of filing the changes (had there been any) under the new West Bengal Societies Registration Act,
1961, does not arise.

10. We rely for our view that the Governing Bodies of our three Colleges are validly composed on
the following documents, among others:

(a) The revised Constitution of the Asutosh College dated the 28th July, 1946.

(b) The amended Clause 3(a) of the Memorandum of Association of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial
Institute dated 23.5.1947.

(c) The C.U. Circular letter no. C/57/G.B. dated the 20th December, 1957.

(d) The fact that the Colleges were brought under the purview of Statute 100(1) of the First
Statutes, 1966.

11. Certain variations may, however, be noted as between the Constitutions of 1946 and the composition
of the Governing Bodies as on 14-12-73. These are apparent, not material variations. Even then they are
wholly consequential to the separation of the three Colleges and such changes, having been accepted and
being acted upon all through since 1958, must be considered to be a part of the constitution beyond dispute,
be same observation applies to the co-option of members.

12. Until the present case started, neither the University of Calcutta, nor the U.G.C., nor the State
Government — none of them — had ever called the validity of our Governing Bodies into question.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE SOCIETY
KNOWN AS ASUTOSH COLLEGE, BHOWANIPUR

1. The Governing Body shall consist of eleven members.

2. Eight members of the Governing Body shall be elected annually by the General Committee in the
month of April.

The Principal shall be an ex-officio member of the Governing Body. The remaining member shall be
elected annually from the staff of the College from amongst themselves. Vacancies on the Governing
Body in the course of the academic year shall be filled up by the remaining members of the Governing
Body from the members of the General Committee.

3. The Governing Body shall elect its President and Vice-President and a Secretary. The Principal, if
not elected Secretary, shall be the Assistant Secretary.

4. The Governing Body shall meet ordinarily four times in the course of the academical year, At
meetings of the Governing Body four shall be the quoram. No business shall be transacted unless there
is a quorum from the beginning to the end of the meeting.

5. The entire management of the College shall be vested in the Governing Body, subject to the general
control of the General Committee in respect of the financial matters.

The Governing Body shall, in the month of April, prepare a budget for the following academic year
which shall be submitted to the General Committee for approval.

The General Committee shall have full authority to make such alternations in the budget as they may
consider necessary in view of the financial resources of the College.

6. The Governing Body shall have full power of management over the College, including the power
to appoint, to dismiss, to suspend and to grant leave of absence to the members of the staff; but the
Governing Body shall not interfere with the Principal in the matter of the internal administration of the
College.

SOCIETIES REGISTRATION ACT (ACT XXI OF 1860)

SECTION 12 : Societies enabled to alter, extend or abridge their purposes — Whenever it shall appear to
the governing body of any Society registered under this Act, which has been established for any particular
purpose or purposes, that it is advisable to alter, extend or abridge such purpose to or for other purposes
within the meaning of this Act. or to amalgamate such Society, either wholly or partially with any other
Society, such governing body may submit the proposition to the members of the Society in written or
printed report, and may convene a special meeting for the consideration thereof according to the regulations
of the Society; but no such proposition shall be carried into effect unless such report shall have been
delivered or sent by post to every member of the Society ten days previous to the special meeting convened
by the governing body for the consideration thereof, nor unless such proposition shall have been agreed
to by the votes of three-fifths of the members delivered in person or by proxy and confirmed by the votes
of three-fifth of the members present at a second special meeting conveyed by the governing body at an
interval of one month after the former meeting.

Object and Scope :- The object of the Asutosh Memorial Institute is to preserve the memory of the
great educationist and jurist and the late Sir Asutosh Mookerjee and the spread of higher education and
culture.

The scope of activities of the Asutosh Memorial Society will primarily be the maintenance and
development of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Library and Hall and the Asutosh College, both at
present located at 9, Russa Road, Bhowanipur, and the creation, maintenance and development of such
other educational and cultural institutions as it may from time to time think proper and necessary.

With a view to carry out its objects and purposes —

The Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute shall be composed of not less than 40 and not more than
50 persons.

1. The members of the first Committee will be nominated by the President on the following base:

(a) Members of the Governing Body of Asutosh College (excluding the teaching staff) 10

(b) Members of the General Committee of South Suburban School and of the existing 16
Committee of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Hall (excluding those who are members
of the Governing Body, Asutosh College)

(c) Principal & Vice-Principals, Asutosh College 4
(d) Respectable residents of South Calcutta taking interest in education 10
(e) Members of the Teaching Staff of Asutosh College 7

Total 47

2. That in case of vacancy arising from death, resignation, default or any other cause, the remaining
members of Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute will fill up such vacancies from time to time so as
to bring it up to the required number.

3. That the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute will exercise general supervisory control over the
Asutosh College and the Asutosh Memorial Library and Hall, the entire management of the aforesaid two
institutions being wholly vested into two separate Committees, the former being known as the Governing
Body of Asutosh College and the latter as the Managing Committee of the Asutosh Memorial Library and
Hall.

4. That the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute will meet at least once in every year not later than
the month of June to receive the Annual Report and Audited Accounts of the College and Library.

5. That the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute will meet at least once in every three years to elect
members of the Governing Body of the Asutosh College and of the Managing Committee of the Asutosh
Mookerjee Memorial Institute.
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6. That the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute, will elect its own President and Secretary who
jointly will be vested with the power of calling a meeting of the Society on a requisition for the same
being given in writing by at least 15 members of the Society and for a definite purpose.

7. That in a meeting of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute 15 members shall form the quorum.
Notice of a meeting of the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute shall be given to the members at least
one week before the date of the meeting.

CONSTITUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY
OF ASUTOSH COLLEGE

(Passed on 28-7-1946)

1. That the Governing Body of Asutosh College shall consist of 17 members.

2. That the Asutosh Mookerjee Memorial Institute shall elect at least once in every three years from
the amongst its members not more that 9 (nine) members for the Governing Body of the Asutosh College.
The President of the Institute shall be an ex-officio member and President of the Governing Body. The
Principal and the two Vice-Principals of the Governing Body. The Principal and the two Vice-Principals
shall be ex-officio members of the Governing Body. The remaining 4 (four) members shall be elected
annually by the staff of the college from amongst themselves, of which one will be a lady professor of
the College, one to represent the evening or commerce shall if any, and of the other two, one will represent
the Arts and the other the Science side of the staff of the Department. Vacancies on the Governing Body
during its term will be filled up by the Governing Body itself from amongst the class of representative
in which the vacancy has occurred for the rest of the term or of the academicals year as the case may be.

3. The Governing Body shall elect its own Vice-President and a Secretary who will hold office for 3
(three) years i.e., the term of existence of the Governing Body. The Principal of Asutosh College, if not
elected Secretary, shall be Joint Secretary.

The Governing Body, if it deems necessary, may elect an Assistance Secretary from amongst its
members, who will hold Office during the term of existence of the Governing Body electing him.

4. The Governing Body shall meet ordinarily four times in the course of the academical year. At
meetings of the Governing Body, seven shall form a quorum. No business shall be transacted unless there
is a quorum from the beginning to the end of the Meeting. Notice of Ordinary meeting of the Governing
Body shall be given at least three days before the meeting.

5. The entire management of the college shall be vested in the Governing Body of the College. The
Secretary who will also function as the Treasurer shall be in Charge of the funds of the College, and shall
operate on banks etc. as he may from time to time be directed by the Governing Body.

6. The Governing Body of Asutosh College shall in the beginning of the academic year prepare a
Budget for the year and have it passed at a meeting in which at least half of its total number of members
shall be present.
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7. The Governing Body shall have full power of management over the College, including the power
to appoint, to dismiss, to suspend or to grant leave to the members of the staff excluding the menial staff,
but the Governing Body shall not interfere with Principal in the matter of the internal administration of
the college.

8. The Governing Body of Asutosh College shall act as trustees of the college fund which will be
operated by the Secretary or the Joint Secretary or the Asst. Secretary, under the authority of resolution
specially passed for the purpose.

9. The President and the Secretary of the Governing Body together with the three representatives of the
teaching stall specially elected for the purpose, and the Principal shall be the Trustees of the College
Provident Fund and shall be jointly and severally liable for the same. The Principal of the College shall
be ex-officio a Trustees, and Secretary of the College Provident Fund.
